Other Business:
Resolution, Planning Grant for Water Project:
The Town Manager explained that there are grant funds available through the Health Department for planning purposes for drinking water projects.  He further explained that the maximum awarded to any specific locality is $25,000 and requires no match.  He proceeded to recommend that the Town apply for these funds for preliminary engineering purposes for the spring project.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve a resolution, authorizing the Town Manager to proceed with the necessary paperwork to apply for $25,000 in grant funding. Interim Financing:
The Town Manager reviewed the proposed cash flow for the wastewater facility for the remainder of the calendar year.  He explained that the Town is not eligible to receive reimbursement from the State WQIF grant funds until the agreement is approved by DEQ, which is pending, and cannot receive reimbursement from the State revolving loan fund until bid opening in December, which creates a short term cash flow problem.  He further stated that this was anticipated in the approved budget, as $652,000 was allocated for interim financing.  He concluded by stating the full amount is not needed; however $450,000 is required in the interim, and will then be paid in full by December once the grant and loan funding become available.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Rick N. Layman, to schedule a public hearing for September 4th at 7:00 p.m. in order to consider acquiring $450,000 in interim financing for the wastewater facility.
