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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


July 1, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 1, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrod.  Councilman Timothy S. Proctor was absent.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Attorney Matt Light, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:
George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Betty F. Fitzwater, to adopt the minutes of the June 3, 2008 and June 23, 2008 sessions of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $260,262.99.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Public Comment:
None

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that a primary item requiring discussion is proposals received for the Town’s insurance which renews annually on July 1.  He reminded members that after issuing a request for proposals, the Town has now received three quotations.  He stated that included in the members packets were one from a local office in Harrisonburg and one from the Virginia Municipal League (VML).  He further stated that he had just received one from the Town’s current carrier, Nationwide Insurance, represented by Black & Morris, a copy of which has been provided to all members.  He advised that the proposal with the lowest cost was submitted by VML, followed by the Nationwide quote being a little higher and Selective Insurance whose proposal was several thousand dollars higher.
Councilman George Dowrey stated that having been involved in a number of VML functions, it is evident that this organization sees the growth and needs of municipalities and he would encourage taking a serious look at this proposal.

Councilman Richard Fulk expressed concern that the Town’s current carrier has not been providing adequate coverage to meet all of the Town’s needs, especially when looking at the new wastewater plant contents and employee practices liability. 
Several members expressed their preference that the Town’s insurance remain with a local agent, while others expressed dismay that the proposal had just been received, providing little time for review.
Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town’s current agent has advised that coverage can be extended on a month to month basis until a decision is made.

Attorney Matt Light suggested that an insurance attorney from their firm review the proposals to assure that the Town is being provided with sufficient coverage.
Members also discussed the potential of changing the annual renewal date for the Town’s insurance until a different time of the year rather than July 1 to allow adequate time each year to thoroughly consider the renewal and make a well-advised decision. 

After further discussion, it was the consensus of the Council that the Town Manager compare the Town’s current limits of insurance with that of other localities and to discuss the matter with an attorney specializing in insurance.  Furthermore, they agreed that after the review to ask the three companies submitting proposals to submit revised proposals based on the determination of coverage.
The Town Manager then reported on the following additional items of Old Business:
· Pool Backwashing Concern:  Based on concerns expressed during the regular June Council meeting, the Town’s maintenance department is examining the feasibility of connecting the pool filter back wash into the sanitary sewer system, which appears to be a feasible option.  Town staff will continue pursue this option.   
· Spring:  A meeting was held with the owner again in June and significant progress was made.  A meeting is scheduled on July 2nd with the Department of Game and Inland Fisheries to ensure that the various rights of ways are acceptable, and to be familiarized with their stocking and maintenance plan.  A draft of the proposed easements and other conditions will be presented to the owner later in July.
· Wastewater Plant:  The Preliminary Engineering Report has been approved by the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).  The design phase is well underway and final plans are anticipated to be submitted to DEQ no later than August 15, 2008.  Additionally, the Town of New Market will be holding a public hearing July 21st at which time they are expected to vote to join.
· Water Plant Lagoons:  The Town has completed connecting the waste line from the water treatment plant (that is used during backwash) to the sanitary sewer system.  The Town will now be able to do away with the two small lagoons across the street and also will no longer need the VPDES discharge permit which will save several thousand dollars in permit fees.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
No report.  The Town Manager noted that the Town Office staff is now completely handling the accounting for the park/pool, as well as scheduling of reservations for the shelters and community center, and the transition seems to be running quite smoothly.
Finance Committee:
No report.

Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  All members were provided a copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of June, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  All members were provided a copy of the water production report for the month of June, which is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets/Properties:
No report.
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that this group met during June, but will not be meeting during July or August.
BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the Board welcomed new member Dee Dee Hulvey at its June meeting.  He stated that the last several events held, including the Dancing with Karen and the Broadway Barks, have been very successful.  He advised that the next event scheduled is Chickenstock, which will be held on July 19, 2008 beginning with a 5K Walk/Run in the morning followed by the annual picnic later in the afternoon.  He encouraged any member available to attend or participate in the event.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Commission began review of updates to the Broadway Land Development Regulations at its June meeting and established a timeframe for completion of the review.  He advised that the regulations have been placed on the Town’s website, along with a discussion board, for Commission members review and discussion.  He concluded that the review will be continued at the Commission’s July meeting. 
Mr. Dowrey advised that both Shannon Orebaugh and Whit Grandle’s terms expired on June 30, 2008 and both have expressed their desire for reappointment if the Council so chooses.  It was suggested that both of the openings be publicized to determine if there is additional interest in these positions.  O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Rick N. Layman, to publicize the openings and invited anyone interested in being considered for appointment to submit a letter of interest within 30 days.
