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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


June 23, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in special session on June 23, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy S. Proctor.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, and Town Attorney Donald Showalter.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Fiscal Year 2008/2009 Budget:
Mayor Long stated that the main purpose of this meeting is to consider adoption of an operating budget for fiscal year 2008/2009.  He stated that as everyone is aware, a public hearing was held during the regular June 3, 2008 session of Council on the proposed budget for fiscal year 2009.  He reminded everyone that no comments were received; however, the budget cannot be adopted at the same meeting that the public hearing is held and a special meeting was scheduled to officially adopt the budget.  After obtaining clarification of costs associated with the upgrade of the Broadway Regional Wastewater Treatment Facility included in the budget, O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2008/2009 in the total amount of $8,912,300.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

New Business:
· Insurance:
The Town is still waiting for insurance quotes from one or two agencies.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien asked if the Council would like to grant authority to the Finance Committee to make a decision if the quote(s) are received prior to July 1.  After discussion, the Council concurred that since the July meeting falls on the 1st, to wait until that meeting for the full Council to consider and make a decision provided that the Town Manager has confirmation that there would be no lapse in the Town’s coverage.
· Sewer System Evaluation Study (SSES):
The Town received three qualified bids to perform the SSES, which is required by the Consent Decree.  The Council then reviewed the proposal of Peed & Bortz and Olver, which was the lowest bid submitted. Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town of Timberville is also awarding their SSES to this firm, and the price in the proposal will be decreasing based on the economy of scale with both towns.
George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Rick N. Layman, to award the contract to Peed & Bortz and Olver, as presented, in an amount not to exceed $160,000.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

· Office Roof:

Other Business:
