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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


March 4, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on March 4, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy S. Proctor.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Council member Betty F. Fitzwater was absent. Also in attendance were:  David Emswiler and Brian Gilkerson.

Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Mayor Long stated that Council Member Betty Fitzwater is absent due to some health issues and asked everyone to keep her in their prayers.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to adopt the minutes of the February 5, 2008 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $365,777.10.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Councilman Richard Fulk inquired as to if the bills submitted for approval could be provided as a part of the agenda packet rather than on the evening of the meeting.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that the bills, as currently submitted, are for the full month and if they were provided with the packets, there would have to be a cut-off date earlier in the month since the packets are prepared at different times prior to the end of the month.

Town Attorney Donald Showalter reminded members that once the bills are approved, Council members still have the opportunity to make any inquiries about any specific bill even if it is at a later time.
Mr. Fulk stated that as his term on Council is a new experience, this helps him understand the process and he sees no need to make a change.

Public Comment:
Brian Gilkerson stated that he is a new resident in Town and asked if the Council agenda could be put on the Town’s website.  Mr. O’Brien advised that the agenda is not usually complete until the Friday before the Council meeting and since the Town’s website is not maintained in-house, this would be difficult to do.  He did note, however, that it could be made available via e-mail if requested.
Chief Jay Lantz stated that he is pleased to report that an arrest had been made in the storage building fire that occurred on Christmas Eve, as well as several breaking and entering cases.
Old Business:
The Town Manager reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Plant:  March 15th is the deadline for the submission of the preliminary engineering report to the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ).  A meeting with the engineers was held and a draft copy of the report is in the process of being completed.  In addition, the Town has put out to bid the 100 acres for leasing of farm land.  Requests for proposals are due March 10th and after review, the Streets/Properties Committee could award the RFP if the Council so chooses.
· Doctor Recruitment:  The Town has been in contact with Rockingham Memorial Hospital’s recruiter and they are assisting in attempting to find a replacement for Dr. Bentrem who will be closing his practice the end of March. 
· Food Processors Water Line Project:  Project is completed and the Town is using approximately 100,000 gallons of water per day.  This has enabled the water plant to cut its daily production time from 12 hours to 8 hours.
· Spring:  Meetings with the landowner are continuing and an update on this project should be available for the Utilities Committee later this month.
· Water Plant Award:  The Town has been notified by the Health Department that the Water Plant will be receiving a gold award for the quality of water produced for the previous year.  It is one of only three statewide surface water plants to receive the highest award.  Also, the Health Department has nominated Ross Clem, Water Plant Superintendent, for operator of the year in EPA region 3, which covers VA, MD, WV, and PA.
O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to give authority to the Streets & Properties Committee to grant and award a one year lease (with a renewable clause) to the applicant whose proposal is deemed to be the most qualified after review of all RFP’s for lease of the farm land at the wastewater facility. Planning Commission Report:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Commission met on February 11, 2008 and continued review of a proposed rezoning request for property located on East Lee Street between Broadway Ford and Gap View Subdivision.  He stated that the property is currently zoned B-1 and the property owner/developer is considering requesting a change of the rear portion of the property to residential for construction of townhouses.  He further stated that the Commission discussed a number of issues including those relating to storm water drainage, safety (traffic), etc., as well as other concerns including an increase in the number of school children the residential development may generate.  He concluded by stating that although no formal application has been submitted, the Commission voted to recommend scheduling a joint public hearing of the Council and Planning Commission should an application be received.
