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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


May 6, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on May 6, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  Council Members Richard E. Fulk and Timothy S. Proctor were absent.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance were:  Florence Barrett and Rick Mongold.

Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Conditional Use Permit, 101 Hartz Blvd.:
Mayor Long stated that the first item of business is consideration of a request for a Conditional Use Permit for a proposed gym in the former Hartz building.  He stated that a Public Hearing was held during the April Council meeting at which time no one spoke concerning the request.  He reminded members that this matter was tabled during that meeting due to the applicant not being in attendance; however, Rick Mongold is now present to answer any questions members may have.  He stated that the application, as submitted, proposes converting existing space in the former Hartz building for use as a gym.  He advised that this property is zoned M1, and a gym is not a permitted use in this zoning district, but a Conditional Use Permit could be issued for this use to conform to the Town’s regulations.  He concluded by inviting Council action on the request.
Councilman Rick Layman asked what the hours will be for the gym.  Mr. Mongold responded that it is his goal for the facility to be a gym combined with martial arts classes; and he plans to open early in the morning and remain open to late evening in order to accommodate the needs of people who work during the day.

George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to approve the request of Rick Mongold for a Conditional Use Permit to convert existing space in the former Hartz building for use as a gym.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Public Comment:
Donald Showalter, speaking as a citizen, applauded the Town’s management on the emphasis that is currently being placed on Town beautification efforts.  He stated that he feels the addition of the Town’s street sweeper has been an asset to the Town. 
Old Business:
The Town Manager stated that the Council had been notified that the Town would be working with the Fire Department within the next month to begin the process of flowing and flushing hydrants.  He advised that the process began this morning and, unfortunately, on the third hydrant tested, there was a problem with the hydrant causing a leak in the Town’s water main.  He advised that approximately 100 people are out of water at this time and Town staff is currently working to remedy the matter. 

Mr. O’Brien also reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Plant:  
· Still awaiting formal comments from the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) regarding the final draft of the preliminary engineering report (PER).  However, a follow up meeting with DEQ earlier this week indicated that they like the design. Final approval will be forthcoming.  Ongoing discussions with HSMM have continued regarding some concerns the Town has with the PER, but the concerns have been addressed.  All members have been provided a copy of the revised contract with HSMM for design and construction administration and the total cost for these services are $1,274,791.  It was also noted that the project will be grant funded based on the total percentage of grant eligibility for the entire project.
· The rezoning was approved by Rockingham County for the facility.
· The Town’s new discharge permit is currently out for 30 day public comment.  To date, DEQ has not received any comments.
George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Rick N. Layman, to authorize approval and execution of a contract with HSMM in an amount not to exceed $1,274,791.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

· Early Drive Water Line:  Working on obtaining easements prior to bidding the project.
· Library:  A meeting was held earlier this month with representatives from the library, as well as the County.  The library is looking into the possibility of moving to the Whitmore Building and the County has requested additional information from the library.  This will have an impact on the extent of office renovations assuming the Town has interest in purchasing the current library building.

Finance Committee:
In the absence of Chairman Timothy S. Proctor, Mr. O’Brien stated that this committee will need to meet to finalize the FY 2009 budget, as well as an amended FY 2008 budget, and to schedule a public hearing in June. 
Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Rick N. Layman reported that his committee met to consider needs of various departments and has made several recommendations for inclusion in the upcoming fiscal year budget.  All members were provided a copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of April, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Utilities Committee:
Chairman Gene Nesselrodt stated that his committee will also need to meeting this month.  All members were provided a copy of the water production report for the month of April, which is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets/Properties:
Chairman Betty F. Fitzwater reported that her committee met and approved proceeding with the paving of the municipal parking lot next to Ace Hardware in an amount of $17,306. She also stated that the committee approved proceeding with the annual maintenance of the downtown planters by Blue Ribbon Landscaping in the amount of $4,539.99.  She further reported that the committee also discussed the possibility of the library moving to the vacant Whitmore building, and the Town’s possible involvement and/or purchase of the existing library building.  She concluded by stating that her committee will need to meet again this month.
