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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


October 7, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 7, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice Mayor Timothy S. Proctor and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien and Town Attorney Donald Showalter.  Also in attendance were Whit Grandle, Shannon Orebaugh and Dale Showalter.  
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Presentation to Outgoing Planning Commission Members:
Mayor Long presented individual plaques to outgoing Planning Commission members Whit Grandle and Shannon Orebaugh in recognition of their eight years of dedicated service to the Planning Commission and the Town.  Members of Council also expressed their appreciation and encouraged both to remain active in the community.
Public Comment:

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Early Drive/Broadway Metal Water Line:  The project has been awarded and a pre-construction meeting on October 1.  The notice to proceed is effective October 6, with a completion date by the middle of December.  Work will be commencing this week.
· WWTF:  DEQ completed the review of the final plans over the weekend.  Currently the Town’s engineering firm is responding to the comments that were provided by DEQ and anticipate submitting those comments within the next two weeks.  The project is still on track to be put out to bid within the next thirty days with bid opening anticipated in December.

· Municipal Building Roof:  The work has been completed.

Mayor Long reported that Mr. O’Brien gave a presentation to the Broadway-Timberville Rotary Club this morning updating the progress on the wastewater plant.  The Mayor concluded that he felt it was very informative and well received by those in attendance.

Committee Reports:
Parks & Recreation:

Personnel/Police:

Utilities:

Chairman O. Gene Nesselrodt reported that his Committee may need to meet later this month depending on the timing of the DEQ final review and subsequent issuance of the certificate to construct for the wastewater facility improvements.  Mr. O’Brien stated that he would keep the Committee informed of the progress of that project and would contact the Committee members to schedule a meeting if so needed.
CSPDC:

Chairman George T. Dowrey III stated that the Board is still in the process of recruiting for a new executive director.

Streets & Properties:

Chairwoman Betty F. Fitzwater reported that her Committee met in September to review and discuss various options regarding the Village Library and the Municipal Building expansion.  No decision or recommendations arose from that meeting, but the Town Manager is continuing to collect information and the Committee intends to meet again in October to continue the discussion.
BHP:

Chairman Richard E. Fulk reported that Autumn Days was very successful.  He also stated that the Golf Tournament was postponed until spring due to lack of interest.  He further reported that Halloweenfest would be held on October 30, as there are several conflicting events on the 31st.  He concluded his report by informing the Council that longtime BHP volunteer, Georgia Arrington passed away in September.  He stated that Mrs. Arrington was very dedicated to BHP and will be sorely missed.  
Planning Commission Meeting:

Council Representative George T. Dowrey III reported that the Planning Commission did not meet in September, but will be meeting in October.  He further commented that the October meeting will be the first meeting for the two new Planning Commission members and that the Town Manager has met with both to update them on the current happenings of the Commission.

New Business:

Out of Town Water/Sewer Connection:
The Town Manager explained that Broadway Metal Works is currently constructing a new building on their property and are extending water and sewer to that building.  They have approached New Life Assembly of God Church who owns acreage immediately south of the Metal Works property to acquire additional acreage for future expansion.  The Church has agreed to grant three acres to the Metal Works in exchange for water and sewer to their property.  The issue with this request is that the Church property is not located in Town, or in the Town’s growth area.  In order to accommodate this request, the Town Council would have to provide a motion to grant this request.  If it is approved, it is recommended that the water and sewer connections are only for a church and parsonage and no other uses.  Following detailed discussion, O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, acting upon the Council’s discretionary decision making authority and in the interest of assisting a viable in town business, to approve two out of town water and sewer connections for New Life Assembly of God Church and a parsonage, with the stipulation that these connections can only be used for a church and parsonage.
