New Business:
Proposed Changes to Land Development Regulations:

Chairman Claybrook stated that the only item of business is preliminary discussion of updating the Town’s Land Development Regulations.  He stated that each member has been provided a draft copy of proposed changes to the Regulations and asked Town Manager Kyle O’Brien to explain.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the purpose of this meeting is to establish a plan and calendar for the update of these regulations.  He further stated that Town staff has compared the Town’s current regulations with those of localities similar in size, as well as with neighboring communities, some of which that have recently completed updated documents, and has made changes accordingly.  Additionally, he stated that the Town’s legal counsel has reviewed proposed changes and has made recommendations. 
He recommended that the Commission establish a goal of completing review of the document by August; with a draft being presented to Council in September for consideration.  He explained that a public hearing will need to be held prior to adoption of a revised document.

After discussion, members concurred that in an effort to provide the most effective review and to expedite the process, the best course of action would be to assign specific sections for members to review on an individual basis. Mr. O’Brien advised that he would have the document placed on the website for members to access and provide comments.
Other Business:
Chairman Claybrook stated that the terms for Commission members Whit Grandle and Shannon Orebaugh will expire June 30, 2008 and asked if either of them would be willing to continue serving if so desired by the Council.  Both Mr. Grandle and Mr. Orebaugh stated that they would accept reappointment.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
