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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


November 10, 2008


The Broadway Planning Commission held its regular monthly meeting on November 10, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Richard Claybrook, Jr., Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, George Dowrey, and Dale Showalter.  Council  Members present were John F. Long, Jr., Betty E. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  Staff members Kyle O’Brien, Marla Kline, and Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light were present.

Chairman Richard Claybrook, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and welcomed Council members who were in attendance.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:

There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Review of Proposed Land Development Regulations:

Chairman Claybrook stated that all members have received a revised final draft copy of the Broadway Land Development Regulations; and the Council was invited to attend this meeting for a final review of the updated regulations prior to scheduling a Public Hearing.  Mr. Claybrook advised that the Commission, through the guidance and assistance of Attorney Matt Light, have generally tried to update the Land Development Regulations to be consistent with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.  He reminded everyone that the overriding principle continues to be that while there is always going to be new development, the Commission desires planned, smart growth.
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that while everyone has received a draft copy of the regulations and has had an opportunity to read them, he feels the most appropriate method of review would be to hit the high points and allow everyone the opportunity to ask questions throughout the review.

He stated that the bulk of the changes have been made in Articles 6 and 7.  He explained that in Article 6 – Individual Districts, each district now contains a comprehensive list of uses.  He pointed out that none of the uses have changed; however, a height/size requirement for accessory buildings is now included.  He noted that the language has basically been cleaned up and references to charts have been deleted.  He stated that the term “permitted use” still remains, but “conditional uses” are now referred to as “special uses.” 

He briefly reviewed Article 7, and noted the following changes:

· Added conditional height regulation
· No change to parking regulations, except temporary downtown exception is now permanent.

· Much of the language has been cleaned up or changes have been made to reflect conformance with the State Code.  

· Included several recently adopted ordinances such as home occupations, recreational vehicle, etc.

The Commission and Council then briefly discussed the recreational vehicle ordinance and concluded that it is their desire that all recreational vehicles must be on an all-weather surface if located within the setback and agreed that it cannot be located on VDOT right of way.  Mr. Light noted that the ordinance, as proposed, includes a length requirement for travel trailers, but not for motor homes.  After thorough discussion of this matter, members agreed that the length restriction be deleted.  Additionally, members agreed that there was no need to reference commercial vehicles, since they are addressed elsewhere.  Mr. Light reviewed the restriction addressing living in a recreational vehicle, which permits occupancy in a residential district or in a commercial district, which adjoins a residential, for a period not to exceed 14 days; and in a commercial district for up to 90 days with the issuance of a special use permit.
Mr. Light confirmed that he will make changes, as requested, for inclusion in the final draft.

Mr. Light noted several items in this article, which include:

· Television, ham radio, etc. antennas are consistent with state law.

· Adult Uses ordinance, that was modeled after another locality’s ordinance and has been reviewed by his firm’s ACLU attorney, is included.
Mr. Light concluded the review by advising that in Article 8, the primary changes are in terminology, including language regarding the Board of Zoning Appeals.  Additionally, he noted that a provision was added stating that anything annexed will be zoned C-1 if there is no zoning classification has been assigned.  He further advised that in Article 9, there again there are primarily only verbiage changes.  He did note, however, that this section has been changed to allow the zoning administrator to handle some subdivisions, such as a division of one lot into three, administratively.
Having confirmed, there were no additional questions, Chairman Claybrook asked Mr. Light to make changes and corrections as discussed.  Dale Showalter moved, seconded by Tom Buskirk, to schedule a joint public hearing as a part of the January 6, 2008 Council meeting.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
