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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


September 2, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 2, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy S. Proctor.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Public Comment:
Jewitt Hulvey complimented the Town on the professional appearance of the new employee uniforms.
Sewer Use Ordinance and Interjurisdictional Agreements:
Mayor Long stated that the first item of business is consideration of a sewer use ordinance, as well as interjurisdictional agreements between the Town of Broadway and the Towns of Timberville and New Market, and the County of Rockingham.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that the sewer use ordinance is based upon an EPA model ordinance and has been modified to fit Broadway’s situation. He stated that the ordinance has been reviewed by the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and it is recommended for approval.  He added that the interjurisdictional agreements have also been reviewed by DEQ and are recommended for approval.  He noted that both the pretreatment ordinance and the interjurisdictional agreements must be approved prior to September 15, 2008, per the consent decree.  He stated that the Rockingham County Board of Supervisors approved the agreement at its meeting last week, the Timberville Town Council is scheduled to approve it on September 11th, and New Market on September 15th.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Insurance:  Effective 9/1/08, the Town is covered through VML Insurance.
· Early Drive Water Line Extension:  The project is out to bid, with a bid opening date of September 4.  There appears to be quite a bit of interest in the project, as 12 contractors have requested a set of plans.
· Municipal Building Roof:  Work is underway.
· Library:  Several meetings have been held with representatives from the library and information is continuing to be gathered per the Council’s request.  Additional information will be available for presentation to the Streets/Properties Committee later this month.  It was decided to schedule a Streets/Properties Committee meeting on September 24, 2008 at 6:30 p.m.
· Special Council Meeting:  Members were reminded that a special Council meeting will be held on September 4, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. to hold a public hearing to consider issuance of a bond for interim financing for the Town.
· IDA:  The IDA will need to meet at a later date to ratify action taken on the EMU project.  A date has not yet been set for this meeting.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
No report.  
Finance Committee:
No report.  Mr. O’Brien noted that the Town’s auditors have completed preliminary review of the Town’s records and were again very complimentary of how the Town’s records were maintained and information was compiled for the audit.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  All members were provided a copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of August, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment F.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  All members were provided a copy of the water production report for the month of August, which is included in the minutes as Attachment G.
Streets/Properties:

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey stated that due to a conflict, he was unable to attend the last meeting, but it is his understanding that the CSPDC is in the process of hiring a new executive director.
BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the board met at the end of July.  He stated that the concert by Exit 245 held on August 21st in Heritage Park was a success and there were approximately 137 people in attendance.  He advised that the next events scheduled are the Autumn Day on September 13, 2008, the annual golf tournament on October 9, 2008 beginning at 1:00, and Halloweenfest, which will be held on October 30, 2008 due to the Broadway/TA football game on the 31st.  He further advised that BHP has once again obtained an arts grant in which funds will be used for the painting of windows at the Ben Franklin building on Main Street.  
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Commission concluded review of a draft of updates to the Land Development Regulations and will be inviting the Council to attend an upcoming meeting to jointly review a final draft.
New Business:
Richard Fulk stated that he had observed in the recent Community Guide that was included in the Daily News Record an error concerning the town election date, as well as a number of inconsistencies on the Town’s website relating to term dates and member profiles.  Mr. O’Brien stated that he will make sure the website is updated to reflect accurate term dates and asked that members review their information posted and report any inaccuracies to him. 
Police Chief Jay Lantz advised that the department had received a $7,200 DMV Grant to assist in apprehending impaired drivers, as well as those in violation of safety belt and safety seat regulations.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
