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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


September 4, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in special session on September 4, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, O. Gene Nesselrodt and Timothy S. Proctor.  Council member George T. Dowrey III was absent.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, and Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

Public Hearing:
Mayor Long stated that the first item of business is a public hearing to consider acquiring $450,000 in interim financing to address short term cash flow created by the recent acquisition and current upgrades to the wastewater facility.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that the Town is not eligible to received reimbursement from the State WQIF grant funds until the agreement is approved by DEQ, which is pending, and cannot receive reimbursement from the State revolving loan fund until the bid opening in December.
Mayor Long opened the public hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed interim financing. Having confirmed that there was no one in attendance wishing to speak concerning the bond issuance, Mayor Long closed the Public Hearing.
O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt an Ordinance and Resolution Authorizing Issuance of a $450,000 Town of Broadway, Virginia General Obligation Bond, Series 2008A (Wastewater Treatment Facility Project), and Providing the Form and Details Thereof”.

New Business:
Early Drive/Broadway Metal Works Water Line Bid Recommendation:
Mr. O’Brien stated that earlier in the day, the bid opening for the Early Drive water extension was held and the Council has been provided a summary of the bids received for this project.  He stated that as the summary shows, 11 bids were received ranging in cost from $193,300 to $517,000, with the lowest bid being submitted by Cosner Excavating, Inc.  As a part of discussion of the bids, Council members questioned the variance in bids.  Mr. O’Brien explained that as seen in previous Town projects, bids often vary greatly for various reasons.  For this particular project, he cited a line item for mobilization of equipment, which Mr. Cosner did not need to include a dollar figure for, as his equipment is already located in Broadway.  Members Rick Layman and Gene Nesselrodt expressed concern about the quality of work of the low bidder.  Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town’s engineering firm has reviewed the bid and confirmed that it appears to meet all requirements of the bidding process.  He further advised that it is the recommendation of the engineer to accept this bid.  In response to questions concerning how the project will be monitored, Mr. O’Brien explained that Ross Clem, the Town’s Project Manager, will be on site on a daily basis, and the Town’s engineering firm will be checking the progress of the project weekly to assure that timelines and specifications are being met.  Additionally, he stated that the contractor will be required to be bonded to assure completion of the project.
Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to award the contract to Cosner Excavating at a cost of $193,300.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

Other Business:

He stated that Timberville is considering eliminating fluoride treatment in its system. He stated that the meeting is open to the public and encouraged any interested members to attend.
