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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


November 4, 2008


The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 4, 2008 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr. and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Timothy S. Proctor.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance were:  Randy Cosner, Garnett Turner, and Wayne Turner.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt the minutes of the October 7, 2008 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $452,553.00.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Public Comment:
There were no comments from the public.
Rezoning Request-East Lee Street:
Mayor Long stated that everyone has received a revised copy of a plat of a proposed townhouse development that is being considered by Randy Cosner.  He further stated that the property is located off of East Lee Street, adjacent to the Ford dealership and is currently owned by Wayne Turner.  He advised that the property is zoned B-1 General Business, and the applicant is asking for a rezoning to R-3 for 3.972 acres of this property to construct townhouses.  He reminded everyone that this issue was presented initially to the Planning Commission in January 2008 and a joint public hearing was held on April 1, 2008 with the Town Council, where the Planning Commission recommended approval; however, the Council tabled the matter and requested additional information.  He stated that Mr. Cosner has resubmitted this request and has attempted to address the issues that were brought up by the Council previously.  He advised that the Planning Commission discussed this request again at their October meeting and were generally satisfied with the revised plan. He further advised that the Commission agreed to recommend approval of the plan subject to the addition of sidewalks on both sides of the street with designated crosswalks, and addition of a left turn center lane, as well as a right turn deceleration lane, as per VDOT standards.   He stated that since this issue has already been addressed and a public hearing has already been held, another public hearing is not required; however, in the interest of full disclosure, all adjacent property owners have been notified that this matter is being addressed at this meeting.  Planning Commission representative George Dowrey stated that as a part of a lengthy discussion held by the Commission at its last meeting, the Commission is supportive of the revised proposal, but still felt that traffic in this area is a major concern.  Based upon a recommendation of Mr. O’Brien, the Council agreed that VDOT should be consulted to determine what will be required relating to the traffic concern.  Mr. O’Brien advised that he will move forward with coordinating a meeting among the Town, developer, and VDOT.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Early Drive Water Line Extension:  This project is moving forward rapidly and should be completed within several weeks.  This will complete the loop from Crestover Drive to Sunset Drive and will be a major enhancement to the Town’s water system.
· Hydrant Painting:  This project is complete.  In conjunction with the fire department, the Town painted the tops of all hydrants to correspond with the appropriate flow for each hydrant.
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  The wastewater plant upgrade will be advertised for bid on Saturday, November 1st.  The pre-bid conference date will be November 20th with a bid opening date of December 9th.  Everything continues to be on schedule.
· Planning Commission Meeting:  The regular Planning Commission meeting will be held on November 10th at 7:00 p.m. for the final review of the Land Development Regulations.  The Planning Commission has invited the Council to attend this session in order to obtain feedback prior to the scheduling of a public hearing.
Council member Betty Fitzwater, having noted that she had been contacted by a resident concerning the parking of campers within the town, asked for clarification as to what is being proposed in the new land development regulations concerning this matter.  Mr. O’Brien explained that the Planning Commission has discussed this issue at length, and included minor modifications in the proposed re-write of the Land Development Regulations that include parking campers only in driveways within the setback, as well as specific lengths of time that a camper can be inhabitable.  He concluded by stating that these modifications will have minimal effect on those that currently own campers in town.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman George Dowrey reported that this committee has not met, but will need to schedule a meeting sometime during the winter to discuss the future of the community center building and pool renovations.  
Finance Committee:
No report.
Personnel/Police Committee:
It was announced that a meeting will be held on November 24, 2008 at 6:30 p.m.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of October is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of October is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets/Properties:
It was announced that a meeting of this committee will be held on November 12, 2008 at 6:30 p.m.
Councilman Rick Layman advised that as a result of a recent fire involving Waste Management’s trash truck on Gold Drive, the pavement was saturated with hydraulic fluid which remains on the street.  Mr. O’Brien advised that he will check into this matter.

There was a question regarding how much recycling is being done within the town and how the various materials collected are separated.  Mr. O’Brien advised that he will consult with Waste Management and ask that a monthly report be provided with the amounts of items recycled.

Mr. O’Brien reminded members that the Town’s Holiday Lighting event is scheduled for December 3, 2008.  The Council briefly discussed plans for the event.  It was agreed that during the past several years, the crowd seems to dissipate at the end of the program and only a small group who have registered for door prizes remain.  The Council agreed that in an effort to keep the event festive and as a result of the failing economy, to eliminate registration and door prizes.
CSPDC:

BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the board met October 27, 2008.  He reported that Halloweenfest was again a very successful event and the board is in the process of making plans to host several business seminars during the upcoming months.  He reminded members that plans are underway for the annual dinner tentatively scheduled for January.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Commission met in October with new members Tom Buskirk and Dale Showalter in attendance.  He stated that as a part of this re-organizational meeting, Richard Claybrook was appointed Chairman, Dale Showalter was appointed Vice-Chair, and Marla Kline was appointed Secretary for the remainder of the fiscal year.  He stated that in addition to the rezoning request already discussed by Council, the Commission continued review of the updated Broadway Land Development Regulations.
New Business:
There were no items of new business.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
