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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


February 3, 2009

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on February 3, 2009 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present: Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance were:  Florence Barrett, Jeremy Hunt, and Richard McKenzie.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:
George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt the minutes of the January 6, 2009 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $262,158.21.  Councilman Rick Layman questioned the amounts shown as having been approved in January, as well as listed for February approval, for legal fees.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that these amounts covered a combination of items, with the bulk of the expense including the work that was done on the Land Development Regulations update, the VRA bond financing for the wastewater plant, and costs associated with the spring. Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town has received a request from Ronald McPherson for a water connection to property he owns at 4075 Holsinger Road.  He advised that the property is located just outside the Town limits and is immediately adjacent to the Town’s water tank.  He stated that considering the proximity to the Town’s water main and tank, he sees no ramifications from granting this request.  O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to grant the request of Ronald McPherson for one water connection to property located at 4075 Holsinger Road, contingent upon payment of a connection fee. Public Comment:

There were no comments from the public.

Old Business:
Mr. O’Brien then reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  The contractor, Bongiovanni, began moving in equipment approximately two weeks ago.  The Town issued the Notice to Proceed dated January 26, 2009, which officially marks the beginning of the project.  In addition, DEQ issued the Certificate to Construct (CTC) on January 27, 2009, which the Town has been awaiting for several months.  This is very important, as the Town’s contract with New Market, gives them a specific time frame from the issuance of the CTC to send the $2.25 million to Broadway.  In addition, the closing on the VRA financing is anticipated on February 5, at which time the Town will receive approximately $670,000 in reimbursement with a combination of grant/loan funds to reimburse engineering expenditures to date.  The Sewer System Evaluation Study has also been completed, and a report should be forthcoming shortly.
· Spring:  The landowner has presented his final terms and a Utilities Committee meeting will need to be scheduled to discuss and, hopefully, finalize an agreement.

Parks & Recreation Committee:

Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the group’s annual dinner and fundraiser (casino night), was held on January 24, 2009 and was a success, netting an approximate $3,000 profit.
Planning Commission Report:

Upon completion of committee reports, a Utilities Committee meeting was scheduled on February 9, 2009 at 6:30 p.m., followed by a Parks & Recreation Committee meeting.  Both meetings will be held at the Community Center Building at the park.

New Business:
Mr. O’Brien reported that the Town was recently notified that it was successful in obtaining $25,000 in grant funding through the Commonwealth of Virginia Department of Health.  He stated that this grant funding may be used to solicit engineering firms to perform the preliminary engineering report.  He further stated that this is the next step in the process and one that has to be completed regardless of when construction takes place.  Additionally, he noted that this would place the project in the “shovel ready” category, if funding were to come down from the economic stimulus package that the Federal Government appears likely to endorse.  He concluded by stating that if the Council would like to proceed with the preliminary engineering report, Council action will be needed.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to authorize the Town Manager to solicit engineering proposals and to authorize the Utilities Committee to award the contract. The Council then briefly discussed correspondence between County Administrator Joe Paxton and Mr. O’Brien regarding the barbecue pit property located across from the Exxon station.  Mr. O’Brien explained that this property has been for sale for a while and Mr. Paxton has inquired as to if the Town has considered what may happen if the property is sold.  Mr. O’Brien and the Council agreed that the property is used by a number of non-profit organizations, and its loss would be a detriment to the Town, as well as the community as a whole, but generally concurred that it would not feasible for the Town to consider purchasing the property.
