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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


July 7, 2009

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 7, 2009 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  Council member George T. Dowrey III arrived late.  The following staff members were present:  Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, Police Chief Jay P. Lantz, and Project Manager Ross Clem.  Also in attendance were Jeremy Hunt and Bev London.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:
Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to adopt the minutes of the June 2, 2009 session of Council, and to authorize payment of bills in the amount of $699,332.31.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Public Comment:

Councilman Tim Proctor commented that he had received several calls concerning the harvesting of turtles in the Heritage Park and asked if others had received any similar calls.  Police Chief Jay Lantz stated that he had received a complaint from a Town citizen that someone had been catching turtles and explained that in researching the matter, he had learned that as long as a person has a valid fishing license, it is permissible by law.  He further stated that if the Council wishes to pursue the matter further, to let him know.
Chief Lantz also reported that there had recently been a number of vandalisms throughout the Town and additional police coverage has been extended to try to apprehend the culprit(s).  He asked that if anyone has any information, to please contact his department.

Old Business:
Mayor Long then reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and is proceeding very well.  The Town has received New Market’s payment of $2.25 million and funds will be placed in investments.
· Planning Commission Vacancy:  Three people have submitted letters of interest in the vacant Planning Commission seat.  
· Preliminary Engineering Report (PER), Plains Mill Spring:  The draft PER has been completed and is available for review.  A conference call was held with Wiley & Wilson, the engineering firm involved in this project, and they are currently addressing issues that were raised by the Town.  A final version should be available within the next two weeks; and following additional internal review, the PER will be submitted to the Health Department for review and approval.
· Urban Forestry Grant:  No word yet on when funding will be available.
With regard to the Planning Commission vacancy, it was the consensus of the Council that interviews be scheduled as a part of the August Council meeting.
Committee Reports:

Finance Committee:
Chairman Tim Proctor stated that his committee has not met, but a phone conference was held to discuss two proposals that were submitted for the Town’s audit.  He advised that two proposals were received, one from Young, Nicholas, Branner, and Phillips (YNBP), the firm the Town has used for the past three years, in the amount of $13,650 and the other from Brown, Edwards and Co. in the amount of $17,500.  He further advised that it was the consensus of the committee to enter into an agreement with YNBP to conduct the Town’s financial audit for the next three years.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of June is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of June is included in the minutes as Attachment B.
Streets/Properties:
Chairwoman Betty Fitzwater reported that her committee met jointly with the Parks & Recreation committee on June 22, 2009.  She stated that her committee was familiarized with requirements in becoming a Tree City, which includes establishment of a tree board, enactment of a tree ordinance, a community forestry program whereby the Town agrees to spend $2.00 per capital annually, and an Arbor Day observance and proclamation.  She further stated that after discussion of the requirements of the program, the committee agreed to recommend that the Town apply for membership.  Betty F. Fitzwater moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to apply for membership as a Tree City and to authorize the Town Manager to begin soliciting for members of a tree board.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman George Dowrey reported that his committee discussed the type of mulch at Heritage Park and whether to replace it with a more suitable replacement.  He stated that it was decided to postpone any decision until it was determined when the grant funding would be coming in, as this could possibly be a potential use for a portion of the funding.  Councilman Rick Layman provided samples of mulch that is currently at the park and expressed his dissatisfaction with the material.  Councilman Tim Proctor stated that if the matter is a safety issue, he feels that the Town should go ahead and replace it.  Councilmen Richard Fulk and Gene Nesselrodt commented that when the park was created, the material used was among recommended surfaces.  Town Attorney Donald Showalter suggested that prior to replacing the material with rubber mulch, to check with other municipalities that use similar material to determine if there are any consequences that exist with that type of material.  The Council concurred to have the Maintenance Department go ahead and place some double-cut/smaller mulch around the small playground equipment in the interim.  
Mr. Dowrey concluded his report by stating that the committee discussed a proposed five-year capital improvement plan for the Community Park.
BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that BHP did not meet this month; but, reminded everyone that the annual Chickenstock event will be held on July 18th.  He also mentioned that volunteers are needed for a pizza concession stand that the group will be manning as a part of a state little league tournament to be held at the Broadway Community Park July 10-12, 2009.
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that members of this committee met and were provided a review of recently completed staff projects, as well as a number of statewide projects and/or grants that have been awarded.  He noted that September 2009 will mark the 40th anniversary of CSPDC and an open house is being planned to honor the event.
Planning Commission Report:

New Business:
Trail Grant Funding:
Mayor Long stated that all members have received information regarding grant funding that was recently made available for trail construction.  He advised that this is the same program that the Town applied for, but were unsuccessful in obtaining, last year for the greenway from Springbrook Road to Turner Avenue.  He stated that grants range from $25,000 - $100,000 and it is an 80/20 grant with the Town responsible for 20% funding match. He explained that only $800,000 is available statewide, which makes it an extremely competitive program; however, the timing of the Springbrook Road bridge project should work in the Town’s favor.  He concluded that the Council has gone on record previously supporting this project, but it would be good to do so again.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to authorize the Town Manager to apply for funds for the greenway construction.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
