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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


November 3, 2009

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 3, 2009 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Also in attendance were Florence Barrett and Paul Roth.
Mayor John F. Long called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and is still on schedule.  Significant progress has recently been made and there are noticeable changes at the work site. The outfall line has been put out for bid with November 24th as the bid opening date.  There has been a significant response from contractors and a pre-bid meeting will be held on November 10th.  In addition, all easement issues have been worked out. 
· Stimulus Money Tree Funds:  The Tree Board committee has met once and will be meeting again on November 9th to firm up potential projects.  The committee currently consists of Whit Grandle, Chad Comer, and Donald Showalter.  There is still a need for two additional members.
· Water Plant PER:  A meeting was held with the Town’s engineering firm and Health Department this month and the PER is now finalized; awaiting final approval from the Health Department.
· Resolution – John Kline Homestead Preservation Fund:  At the last Council meeting, staff was instructed to draft a resolution of support for the preservation of the John Kline Homestead property.  A resolution has been provided for Council consideration.

Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey stated that its next regular Board meeting will be held on November 4, 2009 at the Rockingham County Government Center.
BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the Halloweenfest event was quite successful, appearing to have a record number in attendance.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Commission met on October 26, 2009.  He advised that Bonnie Riedesel, Executive Director of the CSPDC, attended the meeting and provided information on how the CSPDC could assist the Commission with its five-year update of its Comprehensive Plan.  He further advised that the Commission reviewed a citizen survey which will be distributed with the next town newsletter.  He concluded by stating that the three newest Commission members are currently attending training sessions which will enable them to become Certified Planning Commissioners.

New Business:
Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town was recently the recipient of an Achievement Award for municipalities with populations under 5,000 from the Virginia Municipal League.  He further stated that the Town was presented with the award at the annual VML Conference which was held in Roanoke in October.  The Town was honored for its commitment to the community through its efforts in the acquisition of a failed, privately-owned wastewater facility and the Town’s efforts to turn a potentially devastating situation into an opportunity that will benefit the region’s citizens for many years to come.
