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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


October 6, 2009

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 6, 2009 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  Mayor John F. Long, Jr. was absent.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Also in attendance were Keith Clark, Rachel Coakley, John Gullman, Caleb Martz, and Paul Roth.
Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:

Pastor Paul Roth, who serves on the John Kline Homestead Preservation Fund Board of Directors, provided a brief presentation on the history of the John Kline Homestead and the status of efforts for preservation of the property.  He stated that the property is located near Broadway High School on East Springbrook Road and reminded members that Park View Federal Credit Union currently owns the four-acre lot that contains the Kline house and outbuildings.  He advised that Park View plans to build a branch office on one acre of this lot, and they hope for the Brethren to acquire the other three acres and the house.  He explained that when the project began, it was divided into phases and the initial rescue fund, which includes the purchase of the house and lot, was established in the amount of $425,000.  He advised that the current balance is approximately $325,000 and Park View would like to close on the house by the end of 2009.  For that reason, he explained that it is critical that the preservation project continues in a timely manner.  He stated that the Board of Directors would welcome financial support, but at this time, would like a statement of support for the project from the Town.  He concluded by offering to answer any questions or provide a tour of the home to any interested member.

After brief discussion, the Council concurred that it is supportive of the preservation and asked that Town staff draft a resolution of support for consideration at the next meeting.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Pool/Park Operations:  Everyone has been provided a copy of a summary of pool operations for this year as well as for 2008.  It was noted that the pool does not cash flow well, and will probably never be a money maker; however, admission rates and pool passes should be reviewed and may need to be restructured prior to next year.
· Stimulus Money Tree Funds:  Funds for this project will be forthcoming shortly.  So far, there are three people who have expressed interest in serving on the Tree Board.  A meeting will need to be held soon to begin compiling project lists. 
· Water Plant PER:  The Health Department has asked for additional nitrate testing of the spring water before finalizing the PER.  This is currently underway.
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and still proceeding well.  The monthly progress meeting was held today; and construction appears to actually be ahead of schedule.  Copies of the monthly progress meeting minutes, DEQ inspection minutes, as well as a proposed change order that is currently being discussed, have been provided to all members. Also, regarding the outfall relocation study, copies of comments from environmental groups, as well as one adjacent landowner, have also been provided.  Follow up letters have been sent to the two landowners who will be affected by the proposed new outfall line.  One of the owners has agreed to the easement and has already returned the signed letter.  The other owner has agreed to the easement, but rejected the Town’s offer stipulated in the letter.
The Council then further discussed the wastewater treatment facility issues.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the proposed change order which involves the Sample Piping System is necessary.  He explained that the original sampling system, when included in the initial engineering plans, did not take into consideration the complexity of the operation.  He further noted that change orders for this project are still below 1%, which is minimal for a project of this magnitude.  In lieu of referring the change order matter to the Utilities Committee for further discussion, members agreed to go ahead and take action on the proposal.  O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve the referenced change order as presented.  The motion was approved with the following recorded roll call vote:

With reference to the outfall relocation study, Mr. O’Brien advised that he feels an agreement with the landowner who has not yet agreed to the easement is nearing and continued negotiations are worth pursuing.  The Council concurred that staff continue negotiations and then bring its recommendation back to the Utilities Committee for further discussion.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:

Finance Committee:
Mr. O’Brien noted that a quarterly budget comparison has been distributed to all members and the audit is forthcoming.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of September is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of September is included in the minutes as Attachment B
Streets/Properties:
No report.
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission recently celebrated its 40th Anniversary.  He advised that the commission is in the process of adding services in its transportation and GIS fields.  Mr. O’Brien also noted that in conjunction with the CSPDC, the Town recently completed an update to its GIS mapping to include all the new water and sewer lines that have been installed recently.  Additionally, he noted that the CSPDC is currently working to overlay zoning as well as the recently completed SSES study to be fully interactive.
BHP:
Council representative Richard Fulk reported that the Broadway Barks event was postponed due to rain and has been rescheduled for October 24th.  He also advised that Halloweenfest will be held on Friday, October 30th from 4:00 – 7:00 p.m.
Planning Commission Report:

No report.  Mr. O’Brien advised that since the next regularly scheduled Planning Commission meeting falls on Columbus Day, it will be rescheduled for a later date.

New Business:
Gerald Smith Agreement, Mountaineer Heights:
Mr. O’Brien reminded members that an agreement was executed in 1999 between the Town and Gerald Smith in regards to cost recovery for water and sewer connections in Mountaineer Heights Subdivision.  He advised that the agreement is set to expire at the end of this year and Mr. Smith has asked that the agreement be extended.  Vice-Mayor Proctor deferred the matter to the Utilities Committee for consideration.  It was announced that a Utilities Committee meeting will be held prior to the November 3rd Council meeting at 6:30 p.m. to discuss this request and any other necessary business.
Personal Property Tax Reimbursement Rate:
Mr. O’Brien stated that each year the Town must establish its personal property tax relief rate.  He reminded members that the state froze the amount of personal property funding it sends a locality, even though the number of cars continues to rise year to year.  He noted that a copy of a spreadsheet provided by the County detailing the amount of personal property relief with the associated percentages has been provided to each member.  It was the consensus of the Council to retain the Town’s current tax relief percentage of 59%.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Betty F. Fitzwater, to establish the Town’s tax relief percentage of 59% for tax year 2009.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
