New Business:

Commission member Tom Buskirk stated that he had noticed that a citizen survey was completed in 2002 and suggested that another survey be distributed in the near future so that the information received could coincide with data obtained from the upcoming 2010 census.  Commission members concurred and Town Manager Kyle O’Brien noted that additionally, the information obtained would be a good way to begin the update to the Town’s Comprehensive Plan, which is required every five years. Old Business:
Continued Discussion:  Proposed storage site for materials used in concrete manufacturing:

Chairman Showalter reminded members that at the previous Commission meeting, members had discussed a request from Randy Cosner to use a portion of the old Hartz building for the purpose of materials storage for the eventual manufacturing of concrete.  He stated that as a part of the discussion, members had agreed to visit the proposed location to actually see how the operation would work.  He further stated that members met on March 23rd to tour the facility and further discuss the request.  A copy of notes from this tour and meeting, as compiled by Chairman Dale Showalter, is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  He stated that since this meeting, Mr. Cosner has provided a revised drawing for the proposed use, which is included in the minutes as Attachment B.  Members concurred that since the site visit and additional discussion with Mr. Cosner, they agree with Mr. O’Brien that the use meets the requirements of the Light Industrial District, M-1, where the proposed use is to be located. 
Kim Branner moved, seconded by Tom Buskirk, to approve the request of Mr. Cosner contingent upon the following recommendations being met:
· Lot to be paved within six months of approval.

· Concrete manufacturing is not permitted on site.

· Concrete retaining wall to be constructed.

· Tree buffer.

· Paint exterior of wall to blend with existing building.

· All other regulations of the M-1 district apply; noise, vibrations, dust, heat, smoke, etc. cannot be generated; must be conducted within a completely enclosed structure.
