New Business:

Old Business:
· Comprehensive Plan Update:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reminded everyone that Bonnie Riedesel, Executive Director of the Central Shenandoah Planning Commission (CSPDC), was present at the October Commission meeting and provided a synopsis of what is involved in the Comprehensive Plan update and a summary of services the CSPDC could provide in assisting the Town with the update.  He advised that since that meeting, he has asked the CSPDC to provide a scope of services, including costs, and a timeline.  Additionally, he noted that the 2010 census data will not be available until April 2011.  Members concurred that they would like to include the census data in this updated plan, and therefore, agreed that the most effective plan of action would be to begin updating data and then add the census data when it is released.
· Citizen Survey:
Members further reviewed the proposed citizen survey that was distributed to members in October.  After discussion, it was agreed to add questions regarding how citizens would rate the Town’s transportation network and availability of housing, and ask that suggestions be provided on what issues need to be addressed if not satisfied.  Members again asked that Mr. O’Brien send correspondence to civic groups/clubs, as well as fire and rescue officials, encouraging citizen participation in the survey.  Finally, it was agreed that in addition to the Town’s newsletter and website, to promote the survey through the North Fork Journal and the library.
