September 1, 2009

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 1, 2009 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following Council members were present: Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Betty F. Fitzwater, Rick N. Layman, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  Council members George T. Dowrey III and Richard E. Fulk were absent.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matt Light, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz. Also in attendance was Bonnie Caplinger.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Public Comment:

There were no comments from the public.

Public Hearing – Renter Deposit and Reconnection Fees:
Mayor Long stated that as discussed at the last meeting, the Council is recommending an increase in the renter deposit fee, as well as the reconnection fee for water disconnections.  He advised that all members have received a copy of an ordinance proposing deposit fees in the amount of $100.00 and reconnection fees in the amount of $50.00.  He further advised that consideration of this ordinance requires a public hearing, which has been properly advertised.  He then opened the Public Hearing and invited comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed ordinance.

Having confirmed that there was no one in attendance wishing to speak in support of or in opposition of the proposed ordinance, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.
O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt An Ordinance to Increase Certain Administrative Fees in Connection with the Water System of the Town of Broadway, Virginia, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction continues to move forward and on schedule. 
· Police Computers:  The police laptops that were acquired through a grant have been delivered and are currently being installed in the police vehicles.  Chief Jay Lantz advised that the laptops will enable officers to complete much of their paperwork in the vehicle as well as allow use outside the vehicle.  He noted that the computers are military grade and will withstand both excessive hot and cold temperatures.  He advised that a number of area localities participated in the program which will greatly enhance the work done jointly with other jurisdictions.
· Springbrook Road Bridge:  The VDOT public hearing was held on August 11th at the high school.  The hearing, which was very well attended, provided detailed information on the plans and schedule for the project.
· Preliminary Engineering Report (PER), Plains Mill Spring:  The Health Department continues to finalize the review of the PER.  Additionally, the Virginia Rural Water Association is assisting the Town in performing dye traces to determine the drainage area of the spring.

Mayor Long advised that an invitation to the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission’s 40th Anniversary Open House, which will be held on September 21, 2009 from 4:00 until 6:00 p.m., is being circulated, and anyone interested in attending should RSVP to the office.

Mr. O’Brien reminded everyone that the annual Autumn Days celebration will be held on September 12, 2009 on Main Street.
Planning Commission Report:

Mr. O’Brien stated that the commission did not meet in August, but advised that three members will be attending training sessions in the fall which will enable them to become Certified Planning Commissioners.
New Business:
Consideration of changes – Weed & Grass Mowing Ordinance:
Mr. O’Brien advised that members have received a copy of the Town’s Weeds and Grass Mowing Ordinance with proposed changes, as recommended by the Town’s legal counsel.  He advised that the most substantive changes are in regard to having the charges being charged criminally, rather than civilly.  He further advised that the changes are a result of a recent case in which a magistrate would not allow the police to obtain a warrant civilly.  He stated that following discussions with the Town Attorney, it was recommended that changes be made to ensure that this did not happen again.  
In response to a question from a Council Member, Attorney Matt Light clarified that this ordinance is similar to other “nuisance” type ordinances and allows prosecution as a Class 3 misdemeanor.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Betty F. Fitzwater, to adopt An Ordinance to Establish Penalties for Violations of Town Code §§ 90.11 and 90.13, and Amending and Re-Enacting Town Code §§ 90.11(C) and 90.99.
