The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on April 6, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt. The following Planning Commission members were present:  Dale Showalter, Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, and Beverly London.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. Mayor John F. Long called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Joint Public Hearing – Amendment to Land Development Regulations:
Mayor Long stated that the first item of business is consideration of an amendment to the Town’s Land Development Regulations.  He stated that when the zero lot line provisions of the Land Development Regulations were adopted, the frontage requirements and lot size requirements were omitted from the ordinance.  He further stated that this proposed revision adds a 60 foot frontage requirement and a 6,250 square foot lot requirement, which is typical for these types of developments.  He advised that in addition, the ordinance will provide that a special use permit in this instance, will not expire upon a change in beneficial ownership of the property, but would expire under certain circumstances if the location of the improvements on such property is modified.  He noted that there is no need to change the frontage requirements for duplex lots, as that is already covered in the Land Development Regulations.  He advised that the Planning Commission reviewed this request at its March meeting and members are in attendance for the joint public hearing.
He opened the joint public hearing of the Town Council and Planning Commission and invited input from those in attendance.
Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak concerning the amendment to the regulations, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and asked for the recommendation of the Planning Commission.

Planning Commission Chairman Dale Showalter convened the Commission and asked for a recommendation concerning the proposed recommendation.  Beverly London moved, seconded by Tom Buskirk, to recommend that the Land Development Regulations be amended as presented.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Joint Public Hearing – Special Use Permit, Trimble Heights:
Mayor Long stated that the Town has received a request for a special use permit from Trimble Heights LLC for an amendment to the Trimble Heights Subdivision.  He stated, specifically, they are proposing to change a significant portion of the subdivision from duplex lots to zero lot line single-family dwellings as permitted in Section 714 of the Town’s Land Development Regulations.  He further stated that this proposed change will not change the layout of the subdivision, but will lower the density of the subdivision from 152 lots to 141 lots.  In addition, they are requesting that the subdivision be changed from a 100% age restricted development, to one of 80% age restricted, as allowed by the Virginia Code.  He again advised that the Planning Commission reviewed this request at its March meeting and members are in attendance for the joint public hearing.

He opened the joint public hearing of the Town Council and Planning Commission and invited input from those in attendance.

Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak concerning the special use permit, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and asked for the recommendation of the Planning Commission.

Chairman Dale Showalter reiterated that the Commission had discussed the matter at its March meeting and invited Commission action.  Kim Branner moved, seconded by Beverly London, to recommend approval of the Special Use Permit, as presented.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Final Plat Revision – Trimble Heights Subdivision:
Mayor Long stated that due to the lot density changing, the final plat for Trimble Heights Subdivision needs to be amended. Final Plat – Phase 2, Coyote Run Subdivision:
Mayor Long stated that the Council has been provided a copy of a final plat for Phase 2 of Coyote Run Subdivision, which consists of ten lots.  He reminded members that the preliminary plat of the entire subdivision was approved two years ago by the Planning Commission and Council; and when subsequent phases are ready for final plat approval, it just requires Council action.  He advised that Greg Turner has previously been told that the Council will not consider additional phases until Heritage Hills is completed and the utility pole at the intersection of the Coyote Run entrance is in the process of being moved.  He further advised that since the last Council meeting, Mr. Turner has provided the Town Manager with signed contracts for paving the remainder of Heritage Hills, as well as a signed contract with Verizon to move the utility pole.  Additionally, he advised that the Town Manager has received verification of a bank bond for this section, as well as a check in the amount of $5,000 for covering the $500 per lot proffers.  He concluded by stating that all land development regulations regarding this request have been met.

George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to approve the final plat of Phase 2 of Coyote Run Subdivision subject to the above required items being completed.  After further discussion, Mr. Dowrey amended his motion to approve the final plat of Phase 2 of Coyote Run Subdivision upon completion of relocation of the utility pole at the Coyote Run entrance to the satisfaction of the Town prior to any occupancy permits being issued. Public Comment:

Greg Turner thanked the Council for working with him during the recent difficult economic times.  He stated that he understands the land across from Heritage Park on Turner Avenue is in the process of being donated to the Town.  He further stated that the land has been used as a community garden for the past several years by various residents of Heritage Hills and asked if the land could again be utilized for this purpose.  The Council concurred that since the Town is not the actual owner of the property yet, they do not foresee any issues with this use.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and is still on schedule.  A DEQ audit, as well as an EPA inspection was conducted during the preceding month and both went well.  In addition, financial projections continue to be on target.  It appears the project should be substantially complete in June and it is anticipated that the Town of New Market will be connecting in the fall.
· House on Bush Drive:  The bank has procured a contractor following receipt of the Town’s letter to bring the property into compliance.  The Town is currently is waiting to hear what the contractor’s recommended plan of action will be.
· Tree Board:  The Committee met again this month and has been in close communication in trying to finalize tree species and projects.  In addition, the Department of Forestry has given their approval for our sites and species, and they are being reviewed by VDOT.  Hopefully, within the next week, the proposed projects will be finalized. 
· Old Police Car:  The Town received four sealed bids, with the high bid being approximately $1,100.
