August 3, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 3, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.   The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matthew W. Light, and Police Chief Jay Lantz. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Presentation – Resolution honoring Brian M. “Bucky” Anderson:
Mayor Long stated that as everyone is aware, Brian “Bucky” Anderson, a local soldier and Broadway High School graduate was killed June 12, 2010 while serving his country in Afghanistan.  He stated that at this time the Council wishes to extend its condolences to the Anderson family.  He then presented Mr. Anderson’s parents, Kenny and Margaret Anderson, with a Resolution Honoring Brian M. “Bucky” Anderson.  A copy of the resolution is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Public Comment:

Harvey Runion commended the Council on adoption of the Anderson resolution.

Consideration – Noise Ordinance Revision:
Mayor Long stated that everyone has received a copy of a proposed revision to the Town’s Noise Ordinance.  He asked Town Manager Kyle O’Brien to review the proposed revision.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town’s current ordinance is somewhat vague; and it has been found that the ordinance needs to be more specific in order to be properly enforced.  He further stated that this proposed ordinance is nearly identical to ones that have been adopted by other localities across Virginia in order to comply with a recent court ruling.  O. Clark, to adopt An Ordinance to Amend and Reenact Those Portions of the Town Code of the Town of Broadway, Virginia, Regarding Noise Pollution, and Amending Section 130.02 of Such Code. Consideration – Vehicle Decal Elimination Ordinance:
Mayor Long stated that each member has received a copy of an ordinance that effectively eliminates the vehicle decal.  He explained that in lieu of the issuance of a decal, the decal fee will be included as a line item on the personal property tax bill.  He further stated that this will take effect on January 1, 2011.  Betty F. Fitzwater moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt An Ordinance to Eliminate the Requirement for Motor Vehicle Decals as Evidence of Payment of the Town’s Vehicle License Tax or Fee, Reforming the Regulations in Connection with the Same, and Repealing and Reenacting Town Code Sections 70.10 Through 70.17. Consideration – Loss Prevention Policy:

Mayor Long stated that the Council has been provided with an updated loss prevention policy that is being recommended for adoption.  He advised that this is a model policy as recommended by VML Insurance.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to adopt a Loss Control Program as outlined in Attachment D. Old Business:
Mr. O’Brien reported that construction is continuing at the Town’s Wastewater Treatment Facility and is still on schedule.  He advised that the plant is currently going through various stages of start up and all flow will be going through the biological process by late next week.  He further advised that construction of the New Market project is continuing to lag behind schedule, with a completion date slated for late November.  In addition, he stated that the 2nd shift wastewater position, which was budgeted, has been advertised.  Finally, he stated that the Town has found a locally used dump truck for sale that will fit the Town’s needs for sludge removal, which was also budgeted.  The total cost is $28,000, with the Town’s portion being $2,800.  The remaining cost will be spread out to the customers as it is related to sludge removal.  He concluded by stating that within the next few months, it will be necessary to purchase a rubber tire loader to use to load sludge.  This item was also budgeted, and the cost will be shared by the customers.
Mr. O’Brien then, under oath administered by Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light, provided the following information to the Council concerning the Bush Drive property.  Mr. O’Brien advised that it was reported at the July meeting that the contractor would be onsite shortly to begin demolition.  He further advised that this has not yet happened, and the contractor has advised that the financing company has put him on hold.  Mr. O’Brien stated that repeated phone calls and emails to the financing company have gone unanswered this month.  He further stated that an independent engineer has evaluated the property and has indicated in his report that the property shows signs of mold, mildew, and moisture damage.  Mr. O’Brien explained that he has visually inspected the property and concurs with the engineering report.  He stated that the Council has been provided an ordinance that is being recommended for approval so that the Town can raze the property and place a lien on the title for all costs incurred.  He further stated that the Town has done everything in its power to have this issue resolved without having to intervene; but has been unsuccessful up to this point.   Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt An Ordinance to Declare Certain Property Within the Town of Broadway to be Blighted and to Constitute a Public Nuisance, and Authorizing the Abatement Thereof, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment E.
