The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on December 7, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Public Comment:

Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is complete except from some minor items and fence work.  Treated wastewater began being sent to the new outfall location on December 1.  In addition, the Certificate to Operate (CTO) was issued last week, which clears the Town to begin accepting wastewater from the Town of New Market; although, it appears it will be the end of December before they actually begin sending wastewater to the Town’s facility.  The Council may wish to consider hosting an open house/dedication in the spring.
· Employee/Council/Planning Commission Gift:  In years past, the Council has authorized a one-time annual gift to Town employees in the amount of $250, as well as a gift of a ham or turkey to each Council and Planning Commission members.  Action will need to be taken if the Council would like to do this again this year.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by O. · Audit Report:   A copy of the audit report for fiscal year 2010 has been provided to each member.
· RBEG Grant:  The grant application is almost complete and will be submitted later this month in regard to the Farmer’s Market.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Keith Clark reported that his committee met and discussed the kid’s castle replacement at the community park.  He stated that the committee reviewed a proposal submitted by All Recreation, in the amount of $63,574.03.  He further stated that although this is above the $50,000 that is budgeted for replacement, his committee is recommending proceeding with the proposal.  He noted that the pricing is a part of a Fairfax County bid, which is essentially state contract pricing, and in addition, the Broadway-Timberville Rotary Club has committed $2,100 towards the project.  Keith A. Clark moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt,  to proceed with the proposal submitted by All Recreation, in the amount of $63,574.03. Council representative Keith Clark reported that the Board did meet and is beginning to make plans for its annual dinner to be held February 12, 2011 at 6:00 p.m.  He noted that he wished to thank BB&T Bank for its recent donation of office space for utilization as storage for the group.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that the Commission met during November and continued with the Comprehensive Plan update.  He noted that someone will be presenting information to the Council in February concerning an Urban Development Area grant that communities within the state, including Broadway, recently received.
New Business:
Cross Connection Program:

Mr. O’Brien stated that each member has received a copy of a cross connection control program template that has been provided by and is being required by the Health Department.  He further stated that this would replace a section of the Town’s Code regarding backflow prevention.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to adopt the Cross Connection Control Program, which will replace Section 91.018 of the Town’s Code.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Timberway/Timber Way:
Mr. O’Brien stated that there has been some confusion recently regarding this street, as in Town, it is one word; however, in the County, it is two words.  He explained that apparently, it has been this way for many years.  He further stated that according to ECC officials, in order for the Town to be compliant with the street naming procedures, the Town should change it to two words.  Additionally, he noted this will alleviate confusion and will make it consistent.  Council concurred that the correction is necessary and asked the Town Manager to notify those affected in Town.
Trails Grant:
Mr. O’Brien stated that DCR has funding available ($800,000 statewide) for a trail grant.  He reminded members that the Town has applied for this funding several times to continue the greenway from the south side of Turner Avenue to Springbrook Road, but has yet to be successful.  He explained that the maximum amount that would be awarded would be $100,000 and the Town would be responsible for 20% match.  He advised that no action is required at this time, but if the Council desires, the grant can be pursued again.  He concluded by stating that a formal resolution would be required at the January meeting, and the grant application is due during the middle of January.  The Council indicated its support to again apply for the grant funding.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
