July 6, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on July 6, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.   The following staff members were present:  Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance were Randy Ours, Renee Ours, Cameron Ours, Dana Ours, Hunter Petrie, Meanda Petrie, and Timothy Schmoyer.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Presentation – Resolution, Randy S. Ours:
Mayor Long stated that as everyone is aware, Randy Ours, a long-time employee with the Town’s Maintenance Department, retired effective July 1, 2010.  Mayor Long expressed appreciation to Mr. Ours for his years of service to the Town and then presented him with the following resolution:  


WHEREAS:  Randy S. Ours began his tenure with the Town of Broadway on a part-time basis in October 1976; accepted full-time employment on May 15, 1979; and was later appointed Maintenance Supervisor; and

WHEREAS:  Randy S. Ours retired as Maintenance Supervisor effective July 1, 2010; and

WHEREAS:  Randy S. Ours has overseen many projects and improvements to the Town’s infrastructure and has always placed the needs of Broadway’s citizens first and foremost; and

WHEREAS:  Randy S. Ours’ lengthy tenure with the Town and his conscientious nature has made him widely recognized and respected within the community; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Council of the Town of Broadway, hereby expresses lasting gratitude for Randy S. Ours’ outstanding work and tireless efforts in his many years of employment with the Town, and calls upon the citizens of this community to join them in appreciation of his contributions to the Town of Broadway.
Public Comment:

Hunter and Meanda Petrie, residents of 162 S. Central St., stated that they own property which overlooks the vacant lot at the corner of Main Street and Rock Street and they again are in attendance to express concern over the erosion that is occurring on their property.  They stated that it has now been several years since they first approached the Council and asked what the status of improvements to the property is.  They further stated that they have met with a soil and erosion control staff member of Rockingham County, but have gained no satisfaction, and have been told that it should be up to the Town to take action.  Furthermore, he stated that the erosion on their property is worsening and, if improvements are not made, it may be necessary for them to pursue the matter with an attorney.  Additionally, he stated that his plat shows an alley that appears to be owned by the Town, which he feels would make the Town an adjoining property owner, as well.   Mrs. Petrie stated that she feels that it is the Town’s responsibility to look out for its citizens and their properties.
Mayor Long stated that the Town also still has concern about this property and continues to encourage improvements to the property; however, is somewhat limited to what action can be taken, as no zoning regulations are being violated.
Town Attorney Donald Showalter stated that he recalls the matter, but will have to review his research prior to providing further comment.  He did, however, remind everyone that as a result of development, there are many alleys throughout the town, and despite this fact, they simply exist on paper and have no impact.  He suggested that the matter be deferred to the August meeting.
Mayor Long assured the Petries’ that he will relay their concerns to the Town Manager, who is much more familiar with the situation, to determine the status of the matter.
Old Business:
Mayor Long reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and is still on schedule.  The outfall project is complete except for final grading and seeding.
· Vehicle Decals:  A draft ordinance is complete and will be presented to Council at the August meeting in order to eliminate the decal requirement.

Clerk/Treasurer Marla Kline reminded members that the Town will be hosting the next Rockingham Municipal League meeting on July 21, 2010 at the Broadway Fire Department.  She noted that plans are being finalized and the dinner meeting will begin at 6:30 p.m.
Mayor Long reminded members that the Town will be sponsoring the Broadway Bruins Game on Friday, July 16th at 7:30 p.m.  He advised that tickets for free entry to the game are available at the Town office, as well as businesses located throughout the Town
