June 29, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in special session on June 29, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Adoption – Fiscal Year 2010/2011 Budget:
Mayor Long stated that the main purpose of this special called meeting is to consider adoption of an operating budget for fiscal year 2010/2011.  He stated that after proper public notification, a public hearing was held during the regular June 1, 2010 session of Council on the proposed budget for fiscal year 2011.  He reminded members that the budget cannot be adopted at the same meeting that the public hearing is held.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Keith A. Clark, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2010/2011 in the total amount of $4,505,500, to appropriate funds and to authorize disbursement of same as per the categorical allocations listed in the budget for 2010/2011. Consideration of VRS Resolution: 
Mayor Long stated that everyone has received information and a proposed resolution regarding Virginia Retirement System (VRS) changes to employee contribution rates, based on changes made during the General Assembly session this year.  He stated that, basically, the Town has the option to continue to pay the 5% member contribution (or portion thereof), or elect to no longer pay the 5% contribution, and instead have the employee pay this.  He explained that this would only affect employees hired after July 1, 2010, and not existing employees.
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that if the Town wants to continue to pay the member contribution, then a resolution is required.  He further advised that at this point, all other local towns have elected to continue to contribute the 5%.  He noted that if the Town chooses not to contribute the 5%, no action is necessary.
George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Betty F. Fitzwater, to adopt a resolution authorizing to pick up the employee’s contribution to VRS.  After discussion which included both support and opposition to the proposed resolution, the motion failed with the following recorded 5-2 roll call vote:
