March 2, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on March 2, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt. The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Sergeant Randy Collins.  Also in attendance was Greg Turner.
Mayor John F. Long called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Progress meetings were held today with both contractors on site.  It appears that both projects, the wastewater facility upgrade, as well as the outfall line, will be completed by late spring/early summer.
· Maintenance of Streets:  Conversations with Virginia Department of Transportation representatives confirm that upon completion of the 2010 census count, the Town will be in line to assume maintenance of its streets as of July 1, 2011.  Meetings will be held with VDOT later this spring to begin planning the transition process.
· Meals Tax:  The tax went into effect March 1st.  Information packets and forms were sent to all applicable businesses; and it appears this will be a smooth process.
· Water Bills:  Due to the snow, water bills were estimated this time.
· House on Bush Drive:  The Town has begun the process of declaring the abandoned house on Bush Drive as “blight” property.  Notice was sent to the property owner and if no response is received within 30 days, the Council will be asked to declare the property blight so that remedial action can be taken.  Town Attorney Donald Showalter explained that this procedure is typical when a public safety issues exists, such as this abandoned construction site.
· Tree Board:  A meeting was held with a representative of the Department of Forestry who was supportive of the proposed tree planting sites.  The representative is in the process of finalizing and approving the tree species selected.  It was agreed that final plans for the plantings will be provided to the entire Council with the Properties Committee having authorization to give final approval of this project.
· Spring Project:  No additional information to report.
Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to authorize the Properties Committee to approve the final plan for the tree planting project.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Keith Clark reported that his committee did meet and one of the items discussed was enclosing the community pool so that it could be used as an all-year round facility.   He noted that this is in very preliminary stages of evaluation and a number of items will need to be taken into consideration, primarily the costs associated with the project.
Finance Committee:

Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of February is included in the minutes as Attachment A.  Mr. O’Brien noted that a meeting of this committee will need to be held.
Streets & Properties Committee:
Chairman George Dowrey reported that his committee had met jointly with the Parks & Recreation Committee and discussed several items.  He stated that the committee has asked the Town Manager to begin looking at some potential funding options that may be available to continue the streetscape program.  He further stated that the committee briefly discussed the BBQ pit property, and the Town’s involvement, if any.  He advised that the committee agreed to continue the discussion at a later date when the full Council can be involved.  He concluded by stating that the committee was also familiarized with an apparent donation of a four-acre parcel of property on the south side of Turner Avenue adjacent to the Heritage Park that is currently in the works.   

Utilities Committee:

It was announced that a Properties Committee meeting will be held at 6:30 p.m. on March 10, 2010, followed by a Police/Personnel Committee meeting.

IDA Board Reappointments:

Mr. O’Brien stated that Richard Fulk and Leslie Fulk’s terms are expiring on the Industrial Development Authority (IDA) Board. Sale of Old Police Car:
Mr. O’Brien stated that the Town’s oldest police car, which was decommissioned earlier this year and was replaced by the new vehicle, is no longer needed.  He noted that it is a 1999 Crown Victoria with 125,000+ miles.  He advised that it in order to sell it, Council action is needed.  George T. Dowrey III moved, seconded by Keith A. Clark, to declare the car surplus property and authorize the Town Manager to advertise and accept sealed bids; and to authorize the Town Manager to accept the highest bid for this vehicle. Coyote Run Subdivision Final Plat:

Mr. O’Brien advised that he had just received a final plat for Coyote Run Subdivision yesterday and he has questions/concerns for the developer and/or his attorney.  He further advised he is not yet satisfied or prepared to recommend approval.  He concluded by stating that after confirming that the plat conforms to the Broadway Land Development Regulations, it will be presented to the Council for approval.
Other Business:

Councilman Keith Clark noted that he had recently seen a grant proposal for cities/towns that involved hydrogen generator boosters that go into vehicles to offset the costs of fuels.  He stated that he would like for the Council to look at and/or possibly consider this measure.  Mr. O’Brien stated that he will check into this and obtain additional information on the idea.

Town Attorney Showalter advised that with the amount of news and information being emphasized regarding “going green” and solar-generated buildings, he suggested that the Town may want to consider looking ahead at the issue to assure that its zoning procedures are in sync with what the Council desires.  Mr. O’Brien advised that as a part of last year’s land development regulations update, the Planning Commission did not want to over-legislate; and solar panels, outdoor furnaces, etc. are treated as accessory structures.  The Council concurred that this may be a matter that should be evaluated in the future.
