May 4, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on May 4, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. was absent.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance was Florence Barrett.
Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Industrial Development Authority Resolution:

Vice-Mayor Proctor stated that the Broadway Industrial Development Authority (IDA) met prior to the Council meeting and asked the Town Manager to provide details of the meeting.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported that the IDA approved a resolution authorizing issuance of a $6,000,000 “bank-qualified” educational facilities revenue bond for Eastern Mennonite University (EMU) for the expansion and construction of two residence halls.  Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light reminded the Council that approval of the resolution and issuance of the bond does not place any financial obligation on the Town or IDA in any way and the debt obligation rests solely on EMU.  He concluded by requesting Council ratification of action taken by the IDA for the issuance of bonds to provide funding for EMU.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt a resolution approving the issuance of a bank-qualified revenue bond, by the Industrial Development Authority of the Town of Broadway, in the amount of $6,000,000 for the benefit of Eastern Mennonite University, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A. Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:
· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing and is still on schedule.  A progress meeting with the contractor was held today and the project continues to wind down. The start-up processes are beginning for various pumps, etc. and the operation is still on schedule to start up in July.  Additionally, the work associated with the New Market connection is proceeding well.  With regard to the outfall project, the only remaining item is to install the pipe across the river which will begin next week.
· Tree Board:  VDOT has officially approved all tree sites, except for the Brocks Gap portion of the project which was not approved due to site distance issues.  The committee is currently looking at various other sites.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Keith Clark reported that Fun Day in the Park will be held from 10 until 1:00 on Saturday, May 29th during Memorial Day Weekend.  The Little League will have a food concession stand and plans are being finalized for the season grand opening of the park and pool.  Mr. O’Brien also reported that the pool is in the process of being painted.
Finance Committee:
Chairman Richard Fulk reported that his committee met on April 29th to review a tentative budget proposal for the upcoming fiscal year.  He stated that the budget will be presented at the regular June Council Meeting.
Personnel/Police Committee:
Chairman Betty Fitzwater reported that her committee met jointly with the Finance Committee and made personnel related budget recommendations; however, no formal action was taken.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of April is included in the minutes as Attachment B.  
Streets & Properties Committee:
No report.

Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of April is included in the minutes as Attachment C.
CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the CSPDC is currently assisting the Town with its Comprehensive Plan update.
BHP:
Council representative Keith Clark reminded members that the Kids Fishing Day will be held on May 8th.  He also advised that BHP will be the assisting charity at Fundfest in Harrisonburg on June 16th and is seeking volunteers.  He asked that anyone willing to help to please contact Karen at BHP.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that he has nothing to report other than the Commission is continuing with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan update.
New Business:
Councilman George Dowrey noted that he had attended the RML dinner meeting held in Bridgewater during April.  He further noted that the topic of the meeting, disaster preparedness, was very interesting.  He reminded members that it will be Broadway’s turn to host the next meeting in July. 
Councilman Keith Clark stated that he understands that it is in the Town’s future plans to get rid of the tennis courts and remove the fence adjacent to the skate park at the community park.  He further stated that due to safety issues with the fence, he would like to request that the project be moved up.  The Council asked Mr. O’Brien to check into the matter and bring a recommendation back to the Council.
