November 2, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on November 2, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.   The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance was Harvey Runion.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction on the project is basically complete.  Divers are currently working to repair the baffle system and paving is scheduled in the near future.  It was previously mentioned that because of the baffle system, the Town would probably be required to do a public notice in the newspaper as well as accept public comments for 30 days for violating the consent decree; however, that does not appear to be the case at this point.  The EPA, as well as all of the environmental groups, were notified earlier this month, but there has been no comments to date.  If everything proceeds as planned, the Town will be looking to receive the Certificate to Operate from DEQ by the end of November and the plant will be ready to begin treating New Market’s wastewater.  New Market is still planning to begin sending wastewater in early December.
· Columbia Gas Line:  A meeting was held with Columbia Gas representatives last month to discuss the gas line that is being proposed to be located within the Town.  He noted that the proposed route would take it from the high school, across Springbrook Road to East Avenue, down 2nd Street to Lindsay, across to 5th Street, then to Main and south to Harrisonburg.  He advised that he has asked that Columbia Gas consider an alternate route around town, and officials are currently reviewing that idea.  He noted that right now this is all preliminary and the construction date is scheduled for the spring/summer of 2011.
· RBEG Grant:  A meeting was held with Rural Development representatives, who looked at the proposed project.  They were very optimistic that the Town could obtain funding.  The application needs to be submitted in January.
· Water Connection Fee Waiver Request:  The Town has received a request from Rockingham County Schools for the waiver of the connection fee for a newly installed irrigation meter at Broadway High School.  
After considerable discussion concerning the request, Betty F. Fitzwater moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to waive the water connection fee for the irrigation meter recently installed at Broadway High School.  The motion failed with the following recorded vote:

Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Keith Clark reported that his committee met on October 19th to consider various items relating to the Community Park.  He stated that the committee discussed the Little League’s request for an additional Little League ball field and determined that the proposed location is not appropriate for the new field, as it would take a significant amount of green space away from the park.  He further stated that the committee is also recommending that the Kids Castle playground be dismantled and replaced with a new structure.  Additionally, he noted that it has been deemed that the old playground equipment located throughout the park should be removed.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the initial quotation for a replacement structure is approximately $63,000; however, it can probably be scaled back to fit into the $50,000 range that is budgeted in the current fiscal year.  Mr. Clark stated that he would like to see at least one swing for the disabled/handicapped to be included in the project.  After discussion, it was the consensus of the Council that Town staff begin removal of the old Kids Castle and to authorize the committee to meet further to proceed with and finalize this project.  Mr. Clark also reported that the committee discussed the condition of the road that leads back to the lower parking lot and concurred that the repaving of this road should be moved up to the next fiscal year.  Mr. Clark concluded by stating that the committee has also asked Mr. O’Brien to pursue obtaining information/quotes on replacing the fencing around the skate park and demolishing the tennis court.
Finance Committee:

Personnel/Police Committee:

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that this board has met and details of the meeting are available on the CSPDC website.  He noted that among discussion was a statewide energy audit grant which is being made available to localities.
BHP:
Council representative Keith Clark reported that the Board has met several times and is proceeding with continuing the group’s activities on a volunteer basis.  He advised that the Halloweenfest event was held on Thursday, October 28th and was quite a successful event.  He further advised that BHP subsidized candy to the participating businesses and there were approximately 1,100 children who participated in the event.

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that the Commission met during October and continued with the Comprehensive Plan update.
