October 12, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 12, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is virtually complete; however, there is an issue with the baffle system that was discovered in late September.  Because of this issue, the Town will miss a deadline in the consent decree.  The Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) is aware of the situation, and the EPA, Riverkeepers, Friends of the North Fork, etc. have been notified.  No ramifications are anticipated from this other than public notice requirements in the newspaper that is required under the consent decree.  The Town will have no problems meeting the 2011 requirements, since we have approximately 5 months of storage as of January 1, 2011 if the biomass has not been built up by that time.
· RBEG Grant:  A meeting is scheduled with Rural Development and the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) in early November to review the grant proposal
· Bush Drive House:  The dwelling on this property has been demolished and a lien has been placed on the property.
· Park:  A committee meeting is needed to discuss the Little League request and replacement of the Kids Castle.

Council representative Keith Clark reported that the Board will meet on October 14, 2010.  He advised that the Halloweenfest event on Main Street will be held on Thursday, October 28, 2010 from 4:00 until 7:00 p.m.  Since Halloween falls on Sunday this year, the Council agreed to observe regular trick or treating on Saturday, October 30, 2010.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that the Commission met during September with the CSPDC’s Transportation Manager and identified traffic concerns as well as potential issues facing the Town that should be included in the Comprehensive Plan update.   He also reported that the Commission reviewed a proposed lot line division from Park View Credit Union for property located on E. Springbrook Road and is recommending approval of the proposed lot line revision request.

New Business:
Lot Line Revision Request – Park View Credit Union:
Mr. O’Brien stated that all members have received a copy of a plat from Park View Credit Union for a proposed lot line revision for property located just west of the high school on Springbrook Road.  He advised that essentially, the credit union is looking to split off the house, while keeping the remainder of the lot (tract 1) as a viable business lot.  He explained that tract 1 will have the majority of the road frontage on Springbrook Road, and eventually, this is the parcel intended for construction of a branch office.  He further explained that a 32’ access easement, which is the minimum footage allowed in the R-5 zoning district, will be retained for the house property for ingress/egress.  He concluded by stating that, typically, an issue like this can be handled administratively, but since it is zoned R-5, this request requires a recommendation from the Planning Commission and ultimate ratification from the Town Council.  Mayor Long advised that as Mr. Nesselrodt reported, the Planning Commission is recommending approval of this request and invited Council action.  O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to approve the lot line revision request as shown on a plat included herewith the minutes as Attachment C.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
