Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter turned the meeting over to Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) to continue with the update of the Comprehensive Plan. Ms. Plecker advised that everyone has received an updated version of the Government Structure and Finance Chapter.  She stated that changes and additions have been made to this chapter, including the update of personnel and advisory boards.  Discussion included whether the Board of Zoning Appeals should even be included in this section.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that this board is not actually an advisory board and does make zoning decisions.  Members then discussed the possibility of establishing its own zoning board, in lieu of continuing the Broadway-Timberville Joint Board of Zoning Appeals.  Ms. Plecker suggested that the Commission may want to consider including this in the Administrative Goals section of this chapter.  

Additionally, Ms. Plecker advised that financial information from the Town’s most recent audit has been incorporated into the plan.  She did note, however, that an additional table with 2009 data has been added as a result of a change in layout of the Town’s financial information.  Members agreed that they would like to retain the 1997 and 2003 information in the plan, even though the format change does not necessarily allow the information to be compared equally.

Ms. Plecker then addressed the Administrative Goals section and discussion ensued concerning whether goals have been met or additional goals need to be added.
Ms. Plecker then moved on to Chapter 6, Housing section, which she explained needs substantial updating as a result of government regulations relating to Comprehensive Plans.  She stated that she has included detailed information concerning overall housing characteristics.  She further stated that the chapter now elaborates on the housing stock, as well as the physical condition of housing.  She advised that she would like to incorporate more information into the plan on specific neighborhoods – including major subdivisions, characterized by price range, affordability, etc.   She stated that she will continue working on this section by obtaining assessment data and will possibly include a map.  She stated that much of the chapter is devoted to how housing relates to demographics as well as housing affordability.  She noted that she also feels that it is important to include mortgage and rental rates.
The Commission then addressed housing goals and agreed that there are areas in the downtown/old town area that need to be recognized as in need of improvements.  Ms. Plecker mentioned that it would also be beneficial to note the historical aspect of these areas, as it may indirectly relate to grant availability.
Ms. Plecker concluded by stating that she will incorporate this discussion into these two chapters and will continue to obtain relevant data for the development of a map.  She advised that next month, the Transportation chapter will be reviewed and CSPDC’s Transportation Planner will be in attendance to assist with this chapter update.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
