New Business:

Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter invited Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission to address the Commission regarding the continued update of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Plecker stated that she has provided a draft copy of the Land Use Chapter, which includes a revised Future Land Use map.  She asked that the Commission review the map to assure that it mirrors what was discussed at the last meeting.  After review and minor changes/corrections, members felt the map accurately depicts previous discussion and the Commission’s desires.  She stated that she had provided a working draft of all of the chapters that have been revised thus far and asked members to look through the draft and provide any comments or corrections to her.  Ms. Plecker concluded by stating that she will be leaving in two weeks to relocate for the next several months and suggested meeting with the Commission in January via a conference call.  She suggested that over the next several months, the Commission conduct a final review of the revised chapters.  She then asked members to email her with any questions and/or comments.  She assured the Commission that should additional assistance be needed, other than communicating with her long distance, representatives of the CSPDC will be readily available to be in attendance at any meeting.
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised members that a representative of Renaissance Planning Group would like to meet jointly with the Planning Commission and Council as a part of the regular February Council meeting to provide an overview of the services that will be provided as part of the Urban Development Area (UDA) grant that the Town recently received.  In addition to a general overview of the project, Renaissance will provide a time line and answer any questions members may have.
