The Broadway Planning Commission met on June 14, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff members Kyle O’Brien and Marla Kline were present. Also present were Karen Klasnick, Gary Carnahan, Judy Carnahan, Monica Plecker, and Brenda Whitmore. 
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter turned the meeting over to Monica Plecker of the CSPDC who is assisting the Town with the update of the Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Plecker briefly reviewed proposed changes to Chapter 5, Economy.  She noted that Education Attainment is a new addition to this chapter.  She stated the most recent information available is from the 2000 Census, and upon completion of the 2010 Census, the section will be updated to include the 2010 data, as well as compare and identify changes from the 2000 data.  She further stated that the section also includes information regarding income, commuting patterns, and occupational characteristics among Town citizens.  She then addressed the Business Sector of the chapter, which has been updated to reflect current statistics.  She stated that the chapter concludes with information concerning Growth Potential and Economic Development Efforts.  She stated that as discussed at the last meeting she would like to expand on the Town’s economic development efforts, and for that reason, Karen Klasnick, Executive Director of Broadway Hometown Partnership (BHP), is in attendance to share in the discussion of this chapter.  Ms. Klasnick thanked the Commission for the invitation to participate in this discussion and stated that several of BHP’s volunteers are also in attendance.  She advised that in the early 2000’s, BHP was created to create social and economic viability throughout the Town.  She stated that over the years, the group has become more of a social organization with emphasis on community events, which have been quite successful and have drawn a number of visitors to the area.  She also noted that the Farmer’s Market has drawn a lot more vendors this year, including fresh meat from Gore’s, and has become quite a success.  She further stated that the organization has continued to work with incoming/existing businesses to help them become more viable, and in addition, has hosted a number of marketing seminars, which the group hopes to continue in the fall.  Ms. Klasnick then provided ideas for a variety of businesses that she feels would be successful in the downtown area.  She concluded that future plans for BHP include putting more emphasis on economic revitalization by taking more steps to attract future businesses, conduct surveys, and continuing to increase business education activities to strengthen the Town’s economic resources.
The Commission thanked Ms. Klasnick and the other volunteers for attending and participating in the discussion.
Ms. Plecker thanked everyone for the input and ideas provided and advised that she would incorporate as much as possible into the Economy chapter.  She further advised that BHP may wish to consider creating an economic development plan which would coincide with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.
Ms. Plecker concluded by providing Commission members with a copy of the Historic Places Inventory, which she had obtained since the last meeting, and advising that she is continuing to work on population characteristics.

Chairman Showalter again thanked Ms. Plecker for her assistance to date on this project.
