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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


October 13, 2010

The Broadway Planning Commission met on October 13, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff members Kyle O’Brien and Marla Kline were present. Also present were Monica Plecker. 
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter stated Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission is in attendance to continue with the update of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.  He stated that he and Monica had toured the Town last week and took a number of photographs of historical properties located throughout the Town, some of which will be incorporated into the Historical Resources section of the Plan.
Ms. Plecker stated that Jennifer Hibbert, CSPDC Transportation Planner, who was in attendance at the last meeting, has been involved in other projects, which has delayed the update of the Transportation section of the plan.  She advised that a revised draft of this chapter should be available for the November meeting.  She further advised that the Community Facilities portion of the plan is nearly complete and a draft of this chapter will also be provided for the next meeting.
She then reviewed the updated Utilities chapter with the Commission.  She advised that an introduction has been added.  She further advised that she had visited the water plant and has updated statistical information, as well as user rates and connection fees.  She invited Commission discussion regarding future needs of the Town.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that the Town is continuing pursuance of the Plains Mill Spring, which may be considered as an alternate future water source, as well as exploring other options such as the possibility of connecting to New Market’s system.  The Commission agreed to list the options being explored including regionalization, to insure citizens that adequate water sources are available for the Town.  Ms. Plecker stated that charts with projected growth and data, as well as an updated map showing town utilities, will also be included in the plan.  Ms. Plecker advised that she has updated the plan to include information concerning the Town’s purchase of the regional wastewater treatment facility and upgrades that have been completed.  She also noted that she had included a sewer utilities map and has updated statistical information for the Town’s sewer system.  Ms. Plecker noted that the chapter also addresses solid waste and how garbage collection and recycling is handled within the Town as well as the Town’s inclusion in the Greater Rockingham Waste Management Planning Region.  Ms. Plecker and the Commission then addressed the Goals section and agreed that this section should be realistic with goals relating to the five-year plan, but should also contain a long-term look at the Town’s aging infrastructure and assurance that improvements are continuously being made to insure needs of the community will be met.
Ms. Plecker concluded by stating that she will incorporate all of the discussion and changes and provided a revised draft to members.
Other Business:

Chairman Showalter stated that with the additional funding that the Virginia Department of Transportation recently announced they had, he would like to see the Springbrook Road bridge project moved ahead.  Mr. O’Brien stated that he has been advised by VDOT that the bridge project is currently scheduled to begin in 2013; however, there is some indication that it could begin sooner, possibly during 2012.
For informational purposes, Mr. O’Brien advised that he will be meeting with representatives of Columbia Gas tomorrow regarding the proposed extension of a 12” main transmission line through the Town.  He further advised that recent surveying indicates that the line will be located through the residential subdivision across from the high school and the Town has concerns regarding this location.
Chairman Showalter advised in speaking with Ms. Plecker, he has learned that she is going to be out of state during part of the winter; but has agreed to continue working with the Town during this time if the Commission would like for her to do so.  Ms. Plecker advised that she will be gone during the months of January-March, but will then be returning to the CSPDC.  She assured members that she felt she would be capable of continuing the Comp. Plan update in this manner.  The Commission discussed this and concurred with Chairman Showalter’s recommendation to continue working with Ms. Plecker on a long distance basis during this time period.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
