September 7, 2010

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 7, 2010 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.   The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Assistant Town Attorney Matthew W. Light, and Police Chief Jay Lantz.  Also in attendance were Florence Barrett, Dale Richards, and Harvey Runion.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:

Dale Richards inquired as to the historical aspect of the building located at 202 N. Main Street that is currently for sale, and if the Town is aware of any current plans for the property.  The Council shared some of the early uses of the building and advised they are not aware of any plans for development of the property.
Old Business:
Mr. O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  Construction is continuing to wind down, and the start up process is continuing.  New Market continues to remain behind schedule, and is anticipated to connect in mid-December.
· Bush Drive House:  There still has been no response from the financing company since the August meeting.  The Town has received quotes to demolish the house and re-grade the lot and is prepared to begin on September13, which is the earliest date that the Town can legally accomplish this.  The lowest price to have this work completed is $6,525.  A lien will be filed on the property immediately after the demolition is completed.
· Decal Resolution:  The Council was reminded that a decal ordinance was adopted at the August meeting, with the effective date of January 1, 2011.  This date was incorrect, as it should have been the date of adoption, so that the Town will collect the decal fee in the current year’s personal property tax collection.  A corrected version of the ordinance has been provided for the Council’s consideration.  If approved, decals would not be required effective immediately.  Rockingham County adopted a similar ordinance at its August meeting.

Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that the Commission met during August and appointed officers, including the reappointment of Dale Showalter as Chairman, Kim Branner as Vice-Chair, and Marla Kline as Secretary.  He stated that the meeting also included continuation of the Comprehensive Plan update.
New Business:
Sewer Connection Request:
Mr. O’Brien familiarized the Council with a request from Derwood Runion for an out of town sewer connection for property located at the intersection of Springbrook Road and Route 259.  Mr. O’Brien clarified that this is the property that currently includes a warehouse, which houses a beauty salon and fitness center, along with the house adjacent to the warehouse.  He advised that the reason for Mr. Runion’s request is that his existing sewer system is failing.  After confirming that if approved, it would be necessary to extend the Town’s 8 inch sewer main, as well as set a manhole, Council supported approval of this request.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to approve the sewer connection request contingent upon receipt of a connection fee for each unit.
