The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on April 5, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council Members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Richard E. Fulk, Betty F. Fitzwater, and O. Gene Nesselrodt. Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Public Hearing – Special Use Permit, Jean Dove:
Mayor Long stated that the Town has received a request from Jean Dove for a special use permit for an accessory building on her property at 345 S. Sunset Drive.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien advised that changes to the Land Use Regulations imposed a maximum size of an accessory building of 250 square feet in the R-1 zoning district.  He further advised that any accessory building larger than that requires a special use permit.  He stated that the building Mrs. Dove is proposing to build is 18’ x 26’.  He further stated that the public hearing has been properly advertised and adjoining property owners have been notified of Mrs. Dove’s request.
Mayor Long opened the Joint Public Hearing of the Council and Planning Commission and advised that as an adjacent property owner, he will abstain from discussion and voting on this matter.  He invited comments in support of or in opposition to the special use permit request.  

Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the request, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and asked for the recommendation of the Planning Commission.  

After brief discussion, Planning Commission Vice-Chairperson Kim Branner stated that considering there was no opposition from the public concerning the request, the Commission is recommending approval of the request.
