The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on August 2, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Public Comment:

Kinley Simmers, a resident of Robin Roost Court, asked if the Town would consider placing a crosswalk at the intersection of Main Street and Springbrook Road.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that he understands there is a walkway from Main Street to Early Drive planned as a part of the upcoming Springbrook Road bridge project and he feels it would make sense to include a crosswalk linking East Springbrook to West Springbrook.  Council members concurred and asked Mr. O’Brien to contact Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) representatives about this matter.

Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Joint RFP Water Supply:  Proposals have been turned in and review of the proposals will begin shortly.  A recommendation will be provided to both the Broadway and New Market Town Councils, as well as the New Market Council, in the near future.
· Farmers Market Grant:  Official notice of the grant award has been received.  The Town is currently awaiting additional pricing for the engineering and improvements to the lot.
· WWTF:  The facility continues to operate with only minor issues, which are being addressed.

New Business:
John Kline Homestead-Tax Exemption Request:
Mr. O’Brien advised that Rockingham County recently granted a tax exemption to the John Kline Homestead and the property owners are also asking that the Town do the same.  He stated that in order for the Town to approve this, a public hearing would need to be held at a later date.  The Council agreed to schedule a public hearing as a part of the regular September 2011 Council meeting for consideration of this matter.

Constitution Week:

Mayor Long advised that he has signed a proclamation in response to a request from the Daughters of the American Revolution declaring September 17-23, 2011 as Constitution Week in the Town of Broadway.
