The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on February 1, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.

Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Presentation:  Renaissance Planning Group:
Mayor Long stated that representatives of the Renaissance Planning Group are in attendance to provide a presentation regarding the state mandated Urban Development Area (UDA) program that was adopted by the General Assembly.  This legislation requires certain localities, as determined by growth percentages, which includes the Town of Broadway, to establish UDAs.  Vlad Gavrilovic and Jason Espie of the consulting firm Renaissance Planning Group provided an overview of the Urban Development Area (UDA) program and explained that this program simply requires defining an area where a Town wants to concentrate its growth.  Mr. Gavrilovic advised that the Town was awarded a $50,000 grant to implement the UDA which will be incorporated into the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.  He explained that the grant is very flexible, but does require that certain guidelines be met, including a deadline for adoption of November 2011.  He further explained that while the grant provides for professional consultant assistance and meeting the state mandate, it also allows a locality to proactively prepare for potential future funding incentives directed to UDAs.  The presentation provided a timeframe for implementation of the program and a work plan for its completion.  Mr. Gavrilovic and Mr. Espie concluded by stating that they are looking forward to  working with the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission, as well as the Town’s Planning Commission, to incorporate the UDA requirement as a part of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan update.
Mayor Long thanked Mr. Gavrilovic and Mr. Espie for their informative presentation and expressed the Town’s willingness to work with the Renaissance Group to achieve the UDA requirement.
Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  The plant is settling into a routine.  New Market is continuing to pump to the facility using temporary pumps.  The pump station is scheduled to be complete sometime in February.  Holes were discovered in the liner this week when divers were back in, as air pockets were forming around the edge of the liner.  This is a serious issue; however, it is being addressed.
· Old Sellers Building:  The proposed buyers are still working through some building code issues with Rockingham County.
· Community Park Playground:  The new playground equipment is scheduled to be installed next week.
