Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Joint RFP Water Supply:  The Request for Proposals was submitted last week to five engineering companies.  The proposals will be reviewed near the end of July with the Town of New Market, and recommendations will be provided to each of the Councils.
· Linville Creek Trail Grant:  Notification was received that the Town did not receive funding for the trail (for the 4th year in a row).  He noted that apparently there was only $800,000 available in statewide funding this year.

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey stated the group did meet and minutes from the meeting are posted on the CSPDC’s website.  He reported that work is being finalized on a water supply plan that CSPDC has been working on jointly with the communities throughout the region and a public hearing will be scheduled in the near future for consideration of adoption of the plan.  He also reported that the Board is continuing to work on a comprehensive transportation review to identify and prioritize transportation/traffic needs within the City of Harrisonburg and County of Rockingham.  He advised that as a result of a charter change, the number of representatives allowed to sit on the Board from Rockingham County, and the towns within, may be affected.
BHP:
Council representative Keith Clark reported that the Board met during June; however he was unable to attend the meeting.  It was reported that the newest building in the My Hometown Series collection, Dove’s Candy Store, has arrived and is now available for purchase.
Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt stated that the Commission did not meet during June; however the update of the Comprehensive Plan is still on schedule.
New Business:
Broadway AAU Under 13 baseball team request:

Mayor Long stated that he had been contacted concerning a request for a donation from the Broadway AAU Under 13 baseball team.  He stated that the team is headed to the AAU World Series in mid-July in Johnson City, TN and is attempting to raise $5,000 in order to do so.  The Council concurred that it has typically denied this type of request in the past as it could open the door to many other requests, and agreed to not take any action on this request.
