He reminded members that the budget cannot be adopted at the same meeting that the public hearing is held.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt an operating budget for fiscal year 2011/2012 in the total amount of $4,295,200, to establish a real estate tax rate of $.07 per $100 valuation, to appropriate funds and to authorize disbursement of same as per the categorical allocations listed in the budget for 2011/2012. Joint RFP Water Supply:

Mr. O’Brien advised that each member has been provided a copy of a proposed Request for Proposal (RFP) for a feasibility study for the Towns of Broadway, New Market, and Timberville, to consider the potential to combine the current water treatment assets of the respective towns into a cooperative regional water treatment arrangement.  He assured members that the solicitation in no way obligates the Town at this point.  Members concurred that it would be good idea to go ahead with the study.  Timothy S. Proctor moved, seconded by Richard E. Fulk, to proceed with the Request for Proposal and Qualification Statement; Professional Engineering Services – Plains District Regional Water Feasibility Study; Issued by the Towns of Broadway, New Market, and Timberville, Virginia. Update to Town’s Personnel Manual:
Mr. O’Brien reminded members that the Town currently has a mandatory retirement age of 70.  He stated that there is a town employee who will be turning 70 this summer who would like to continue with full-time employment.  Mr. O’Brien stated that the employee, who is employed in the Maintenance Department, is a great asset to the Town and he is requesting that the mandatory retirement requirement included in Section 15.4 of the Personnel Manual be waived.  Town Attorney Donald Showalter stated that in his experience with employment law, he would suggest that the personnel manual be modified to include the option to extend employment to an employee reaching the mandatory retirement age of 70 based on the recommendation of the Town Manager and approval by Council.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Keith A. Clark, to authorize the Town Manager and Town Attorney to modify the Town’s Personnel Manual effective July 1, 2011 so that it will provide the option for an employee to continue with the Town past age 70 on a case by case basis.
