March 1, 2011

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on March 1, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Presentation:  Harrisonburg-Rockingham Chamber of Commerce:
Mayor Long welcomed representatives of the Harrisonburg-Rockingham Chamber of Commerce.  Douglas Driver, president of Lantz Construction Company, introduced Tom Mendez, past president of the Chamber and chairman of the Chamber’s Vision 2020 committee.  Mr. Mendez explained that this is a community-wide initiative established to determine a vision for what the community will be by the year 2020.  He explained that the Vision 2020 process began in June 2009 with a summit to provide information on where the community was at that time and to look at projected 2020 demographics.  He advised that community leaders met and identified areas of need, focus, and priorities.  He stated that the Chamber, along with community leaders, through a series of meetings, use of a survey and session feedback, developed a vision statement, strategies, and action steps.  He provided a handout explaining the four cornerstones established by the committee:  1) Comprehensive Community Plan; 2) Business Vitality & Entrepreneurship; 3) World Class Education & Workforce; and 4) Community Leadership Development.  He stated that in evaluating each of these cornerstones, goals and strategies were developed to help make sure they are achieved. He concluded by stating that they are providing this information to each of the towns and it is the Chamber’s intention to solicit support of the Vision 2020 program.  He asked that the Town make a commitment to incorporate as much of the information provided as possible into future town planning and decisions.

Mayor Long thanked Mr. Mendez for being part of this very important committee and for providing the presentation.  He offered assurance that the Council will further evaluate this information and take it into consideration for future use.

Public Comment:

There was no public comment.
Resolution:  Safe Routes to School:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien stated that each member has received a copy of a proposed resolution for a Safe Routes to School Grant Project.  He reminded members that the need for sidewalks along Holly Hill Street has been discussed in the past and the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) has just announced a new round of funding for this grant with initial applications due in March.  He explained that the grant is 100% funded with no matching funds required by the locality. Additionally, he advised that he has discussed the grant with the Central Shenandoah District Planning Commission and they are very willing to assist with the grant application.  He concluded by stating that if the Council agrees with the project and would like him to proceed with applying for the funding, a resolution will need to be adopted.  O. Gene Nesselrodt moved, seconded by Keith A. Clark, to adopt a RESOLUTION – Safe Routes to School Project; J. Frank Hillyard Middle School, a copy of which is included in the minutes as Attachment A. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Wastewater Treatment Facility:  The liner has been repaired and was less costly than anticipated.  This project is complete except for some minor things such as seeding, and the pouring of some concrete.  
· Census Data:  Preliminary 2010 data has been released and the Town’s population has increased to 3,691.  As a result of the population now being over 3,500, there are new regulations applicable to the Town, primarily maintenance of its own streets.  Also, the Council will need to adopt a procurement ordinance.
· Community Park Playground:  The new playground equipment has been installed and is in use.

CSPDC:

Council representative George Dowrey reported that the committee did meet and discussed the safe route to school grant that is available.  He expressed optimism that the Town’s project will be looked upon favorably.
BHP:
Council representative Keith Clark reported that the group’s annual dinner was held during February with net proceeds of approximately $3,000.  He stated that the group is continuing to determine the direction it wishes to proceed in and is making plans accordingly.
Planning Commission Report:

New Business:
Assistant Town Attorney Matthew Light reiterated Mr. O’Brien’s report concerning the updated census population.  He stated that a draft ordinance of a procurement policy has been provided for the Council’s review.  He further stated that this policy or a similar one will need to be adopted in order to be compliant with regulations for towns exceeding the 3,500 population.  He asked members to peruse the document and direct any questions to him prior to the April Council meeting. Additionally, he noted that with the increase in population, other significant issues include a change in financial disclosure forms, as well as the composition of the Town’s Industrial Development Authority (IDA), in that Council members will no longer be eligible to serve as members on the IDA.
Councilman Gene Nesselrodt advised that as his Council term will expire at the end of the year, he wished to let the Council know that he does not plan to seek reelection.  Council member Betty Fitzwater also advised that she, too, does not plan on seeking reelection at the end of the year.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
