Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Joint RFP Water Supply:  The kickoff meeting was held for this project and Draper Aden is currently finalizing the scope and proposal to present to the Towns for review and approval.  The cost will be split evenly between the three towns, and will be $10,000 per town.
· Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Regulations:  A tentative date for the public hearings and adoptions of the Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Regulation changes has been scheduled for the Council’s regular meeting in December.  The proposed changes to the Land Development Regulations have been provided to members.  As a reminder, the changes were required as part of the UDA policy that the Town was mandated to adopt.
· Trimble Heights Age Restriction Request:  The Planning Commission considered a request of Trimble Heights LLC to reduce the age restriction in the Trimble Heights Subdivision to 20% age restricted and 80% non-age restricted and recommended denial of the request.  A representative of Trimble Heights is in attendance and is now requesting changing the ratio to 80% age restricted and 20% non-age restricted.
After a brief discussion, the Council referred the revised request back to the Planning Commission for further consideration.
· Library:  A meeting with representatives of Rockingham County will be held on Nov. 7th if any Council members would like to attend.
