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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


October 11, 2011

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on October 11, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance was Harvey Runion.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Public Comment:

Police Chief Jay Lantz stated that he wished to commend Officer James Miller who was recognized in September by MADD (Mother Against Drunk Driving) for his efforts in getting drunk drivers off of the streets.  He noted that Officer Miller has made numerous DUI arrests in recent months.
Resolution-VDOT Street Acceptance:
Mayor Long reminded members that at the last meeting, the Council heard from representatives of the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) in regards to the transition from state owned to town owned streets.  He then asked Town Manager Kyle O’Brien to provide an update on the matter. Mr. O’Brien stated that since the last meeting, he has met with VDOT officials to further discuss the issue and it is his recommendation that the Town take over the secondary streets as of July 1, 2012, but leave the primary streets in the state system, at least for now.  He clarified that the Town can choose to take over the primary streets at any time, so it’s not like the opportunity will be lost.  He stated that in doing this, it will allow the Town to transition slowly and not become overwhelmed immediately. In addition, he stated once milling, paving, traffic signals, and bridges are factored in, it doesn’t appear that based on the current primary payment schedule that it would make fiscal sense to take in the primary roads at this time.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to approve A Resolution of the Town of Broadway, Virginia Requesting the Virginia Department of Transportation to Accept Certain Streets into the Urban Highway System. Old Business:
Town Manager Kyle O’Brien reported on the following items of Old Business:

· Joint RFP Water Supply:  The kickoff meeting for this project will be held on October 19th in New Market.  Timberville is still in the process of determining if they wish to participate in the project.
· Comprehensive Plan Update:  A draft copy of the updated plan has been distributed.  The draft includes revisions to the plan, as well as the Urban Development Area (UDA) section that was required by law to be incorporated into the document.  The Planning Commission will meet October 17th to finalize the draft and then the document will be available for the public to review.  A public hearing will be scheduled in December to consider adoption of the plan.
Committee Reports:

Parks & Recreation Committee:
No report.  Mr. O’Brien stated that staff is currently obtaining quotes for interior renovations to the community center building, including new kitchen cabinets, bathroom improvements, and replacement of the ceiling.  Additionally, he noted that the building has some minor roof problems, which are being addressed.  It was decided that the committee will meet on October 25, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. to review and finalize the proposed plans.
Finance Committee:
No report.  Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town’s Financial Audit report for fiscal year 2011 is nearing completion and will soon be available for Council.  He noted that as a result of the Town exceeding 3,500 in population, it is required that the Town’s auditor make a public presentation to the Council, which will be scheduled for either the November or December meeting.
Personnel/Police Committee:
No report.  A copy of an activities report for the police department for the month of September is included in the minutes as Attachment B. 
Streets & Properties Committee:
No report.  A meeting will be held following the Parks & Recreation committee meeting on October 25th.
Utilities Committee:
No report.  A copy of the water production report for the month of September is included in the minutes as Attachment C.

Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that as previously noted, the Commission finalized the Comprehensive Plan update and a draft copy of the updated plan has been provided to each member for review.  He also reported that the Commission considered a request from developers of Trimble Heights Subdivision for a reduction in the percentage of age restricted units allowed in the subdivision.  He concluded by stating that the Commission tabled the request and will discuss it further at a future meeting.
New Business:
Mr. O’Brien announced that the quarterly Rockingham Municipal League meeting will be hosted by the Town of Timberville and held on October 19th.  He asked any members interested in attending to let staff know.
