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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


April 11, 2011

The Broadway Planning Commission met on April 11, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Commission Member Kim Branner was absent.  Staff member Marla Kline was present.  Also in attendance were Jennifer Hibbert and Monica Plecker.
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter stated that Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) is back in attendance and welcomed Ms. Plecker, along with Jennifer Hibbert, CSPDC Transportation Manager.

Ms. Hibbert then reviewed a final draft of the Transportation chapter which has been updated to include all previous discussion and desires of the Commission.  She noted that she had used 2008 data in the charts included in the draft, but as requested by Town Manager Kyle O’Brien, she had also calculated the data using 2009 numbers.   She stated that although the 2009 numbers made very little difference in the final analysis, she will update the data if the Commission so desires.  Commission members concurred that since the Comprehensive Plan is a long-range document, they would like to have the most recent data available included in the plan.  The Commission then discussed recommendations, which have been identified and included throughout three phases.  Discussion included:
· Moving Holly Hill St. sidewalk up to year 2015, since grant recently applied for looks very promising;

· Moving Turner Ave. sidewalk from school to park up to year 2015;

· Including New Market Airport as local airstrip;

· Moving traffic light at intersection of Broadway Avenue/Timber Way up.
Ms. Hibbert stated that if she remembered correctly, the Broadway Avenue/Timber Way intersection, is very close to warranting a traffic signal.  She advised that she will further research information about this intersection.  Ms. Hibbert and the Commission further agreed to revise this section to include classifications of short-term recommendations (Year 2015 and under) and long-term recommendations (Year 2015 and over) in lieu of the three phases.  Discussion of the transportation chapter was concluded with a review of goals & objectives, with which the members were generally satisfied and did not feel any corrections, other than several minor wording changes, were necessary. 
Ms. Plecker then provided members a copy of a new draft of the Housing chapter.  She advised that she has included language relating to the rehabilitation of buildings and historical properties throughout this chapter, as well as in the goals section, rather than directing a separate paragraph specifically to this subject.  After review, members concurred with Ms. Plecker’s recommendation and agreed that this provides a general encouragement for rehabilitation.
Ms. Plecker stated that she had also provided members a printout of the American Community Survey, which is a five year estimate provided by the U.S. Census Bureau for specific census data that has not yet been released.  She further stated the Census Bureau provides a conversion chart that she will utilize in an attempt to assure that the most up to date information is included in the plan.
Ms. Plecker and Commission members concluded by discussing a timeline for the remainder of the Comprehensive Plan update.  It was agreed to review the Community Facilities and Utilities chapters in May and the Future Land Use chapter in June.  Ms. Plecker advised that a full draft copy of the plan should be available for final commission review in July.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
