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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


August 8, 2011

The Broadway Planning Commission met on August 8, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff member Kyle D. O’Brien was present.  Also in attendance were Monica Plecker from the CSPDC and Milton Heard from Renaissance Planning Group.
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter invited Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission to continue with the review of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan update.  Ms. Plecker introduced Milton Heard from the Renaissance Group and explained that he would be addressing the aspects of the Urban Development Area (UDA).  Mr. Heard began by discussing the addition of an introduction section for the Comprehensive Plan (the plan) that discusses the plan’s purpose as well as how the UDA is incorporated into the plan.
Mr. Heard reviewed the proposed changes in Chapter 4 of the plan.  Specifically, he explained that the minimum dwelling unit per acre is four in the UDA, and discussed other parameters as it relates to floor to area ratio, and square feet per acre.  He further reviewed future housing and commercial square footage projections in the UDA.
Mr. Heard then reviewed the changes in Chapter 10 of the plan, as it relates to land use and the UDA.  He explained that although the minimum density of dwelling unit per acre is four, there is no upper limit listed in the proposed UDA.  Following discussion amongst the Commission, it was decided to propose a maximum of eight units per acre in the UDA, as that would ensure that it is consistent with the Town’s R-5 zoning classification, which is the most appropriate classification for the UDA.  Mr. Heard continued to review the minor changes in Chapter 10 that the Commission agreed upon at the previous meeting.  

Mr. Heard then directed the Commission to a map that was recently designed by the Renaissance Planning Group that depicted a possible road network in the UDA.  He explained that road network is just for planning purposes and is being used to show one of many possible networks that are possible within the framework of the UDA.  
Ms. Plecker concluded the meeting by stating that she would provide a final draft of the Comprehensive Plan to the Commission at the September meeting, and the Commission can begin a final review at that time, prior to presenting it to the Town Council for consideration.  
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
