Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission joined the Commission via telephone conference call. The Commission briefly reviewed the first three chapters of the Town’s updated Comprehensive Plan.  Commission members agreed that with minor wording changes, these three chapters, History, Natural Features, and Government Structure, as well as goals included in the chapters, have been adequately revised to reflect the Commission’s desires.   Ms. Plecker stated that the next three draft chapters to be reviewed are Demographics, Economics, and Housing, which all are very essential to the success of the plan.  She asked that members continue to post changes and/or questions on the discussion board that has been set up for members use.
Chairman Showalter reminded members that the Commission has been asked to meet jointly with the Council during its regular February 1st meeting when a member of the Renaissance Planning Group is scheduled to provide an overview of the Urban Development Area (UDA) grant that the Town recently received.  Commission members agreed to cancel its regular February meeting and meet again on March 14, 2010 to continue with an in-depth review of the next three chapters.  Ms. Plecker again encouraged everyone to post to the discussion board well in advance of the March meeting, in order for questions/concerns to be addressed prior to the meeting.
