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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


July 11, 2011

The Broadway Planning Commission met on July 11, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff member Marla Kline was present.  Also in attendance was Monica Plecker.
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter invited Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission to continue with the review of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan update.  Ms. Plecker began by addressing the Land Use Chapter which has been changed to include previous recommendations of the Commission.  Ms. Plecker advised that the revised chapter also reflects inclusion of an Urban Development Area (UDA) section, as recommended by Renaissance Group and required as a result of recent legislation. She further advised that the policies listed are intended to service as guiding principles for the Town.  Commission members expressed concern regarding a policy suggesting “Encourage narrow street widths and shorter turning radii at street intersections.”  Ms. Plecker suggested allowing representatives from the Renaissance Group, which are planning to be in attendance at the August Commission meeting, to address this concern, as well as any other questions members may have concerning this section.  In reviewing the Land Use Policy Goals, Ms. Plecker pointed out several goals, specifically #3 under Area-Wide Goals, as well as #4 and #5 under Housing Goals, which have also been added to satisfy the UDA requirement.  Commission members then discussed Environmental Goals and expressed concern regarding the wording of several goals in this section.  She then referred to Community Development Goals, which again has been amended to include UDA-related goals.  She noted that although several of the goals seem somewhat repetitive, they again are simply guiding principles in the UDA establishment.  Review of this chapter concluded with a number of minor corrections/references being suggested.
Ms. Plecker then directed the Commission to two maps created by the Renaissance Planning Group, one showing Future Land Use, and the other which actually assesses the Urban Development Area.

The Commission agreed to integrate both of the maps into the Comprehensive Plan.
The Commission then reviewed the Demographics Chapter, which again has incorporated language relating to UDA legislation that is mandated to be included in the plan.  Ms. Plecker again suggested that any questions be directed to representatives of the Renaissance Planning Group at the next meeting.
Ms. Plecker then referred to the Utilities Chapter, which has been amended to include sections addressing Future Needs, Population Projections, and Demand Projections. These sections include information from the Local and Regional Water Supply Planning, a study which has been conducted by the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission, and is part of the Upper Shenandoah River Basis Water Supply Plan.

Ms. Plecker then provided members with a copy of goals that are found in the Rockingham County’s Comprehensive Plan and asked Commission members to look through the list and check any goals they feel should be supported.  She then collected the lists and advised that she will review and compile the goals members feel are relative to the Town of Broadway.
Ms. Plecker stated that she has been provided updated emergency squad information and this information will be incorporated into the Community Facilities section of the plan, a copy of which will be included to each member.
She concluded by reminding members that representatives of the Renaissance Planning Group will be in attendance at the August Commission meeting.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
