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BROADWAY PLANNING COMMISSION


March 14, 2011

The Broadway Planning Commission met on March 14, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff members Kyle O’Brien and Marla Kline were present.

Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:
Special Use Permit – Jean Dove, 346 S. Sunset Drive:
Mr. Showalter stated that the only item of new business is consideration of an application submitted by Jean Dove for a special use permit for an accessory building on her property located at 345 S. Sunset Drive.  Town Manager Kyle O’Brien explained that changes to the Land Use Regulations imposed a maximum size of an accessory building of 250 square feet in the R-1 zoning district.  He further explained that any accessory building larger than that requires a special use permit.  He stated that the building Mrs. Dove is proposing is 18’ x 26’.  He advised that the special use permit process requires initial review and recommendation by the Planning Commission, followed by a Public Hearing with the Town Council.
The Planning Commission agreed to recommend scheduling a public hearing, but declined to provide a recommendation until such time as the hearing is held to receive public comments.   

Mr. O’Brien advised that adjacent property owners will be notified and a public hearing will be advertised to be held as a part of the regular April 5, 2011 Council meeting.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
The Commission welcomed Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) via telephone.  Ms. Plecker guided the Commission through a review of the updated Demographics, Economics, and Housing chapters of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.
Demographics:
Ms. Plecker advised that the 2010 population data has been revised to reflect updated initial census data that was recently released.  The Town’s total population has grown to 3,691, which is a 40% increase in population from the 2000 census figures.  The Town’s population density has increased from 1,345 persons per square mile to 1,546 prsons per square mile, which equates to 2.4 persons per acre rather than 2.1 persons per acre.  Ms. Plecker further advised that specific census data is still not available; and probably will not be for some time; therefore, she will try to summarize information from another data source to be included in this chapter for review at the next meeting.  She stated that she has not yet included any demographic-related goals in the plan and welcomed suggestions.  Members agreed that although it is somewhat difficult to determine demographic goals; they would like to include that while it is inevitable that the Town will continue to grow, it is the Town’s desire to attempt to maintain the current density or just a minimal increase.  Ms. Plecker advised that she will draft goals for this section and provide to members for review.  
Economics:
Ms. Plecker advised that she has revised this chapter to include the discussion held with Broadway Hometown Partnership.  She also noted that she will update the business/industries to reflect current numbers.
Housing:
Ms. Plecker advised that current census information concerning housing has not yet been released.  She stated that she had previously suggested that the Commission consider identifying areas/aging neighborhoods that may be considered blighted or in need of rehabilitation.  The Commission asked Ms. Plecker to include a general paragraph encouraging rehabilitation; however, agreed they did not wish to identify specific areas.  In addition, members suggested including the encouragement of preservation of some properties for historical purposes.

After confirming there were no additional comments concerning these three chapters, Ms. Plecker advised that as soon as completed, she will post the updated data on the discussion board for members to review.
Ms. Plecker advised that she will be in attendance at the Commission’s April meeting and plans to review the transportation chapter at that time.  Additionally, she noted that she will invite CSPDC’s Transportation Planner Jennifer Hibbert to also attend this meeting since she is more versed in this area of the Plan.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
