The Broadway Planning Commission met on May 9, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter invited Monica Plecker of the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission to continue with the review of the Town’s Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Plecker stated that tonight’s discussion will finalize review of the Utilities and Community Facilities chapters of the Plan.  She began with the Utilities chapter and advised that she has made several additions, as well as corrections as requested by Commission members, including the addition of the Town of New Market’s connection to the Town’s wastewater plant and a reference to the Mauzy container site.  She also advised that she has included goals addressing water supply, sewer supply, and aging infrastructure.  She concluded review of this chapter by stating that she has also added a section addressing Future Needs.
She then addressed the Community Facilities chapter and advised that she is still waiting for updated information for the emergency squad.  She, along with members, made minor corrections to recreation facilities.
After review of both chapters, Commission members concurred they were satisfied with the material included in these chapters. 

Ms. Plecker advised that she has confirmed that the Urban Development Area (UDA) document that is required for adoption by the Town, and will be included as a part of the Comprehensive Plan update, should be complete at about the same time the Comprehensive Plan update is finalized.  Commission members agreed that they would like to have the UDA proposal presented to them prior to a presentation to Council.  It was suggested that the Renaissance Group be invited to the August Planning Commission meeting and then both documents could be presented to the Council in September, with final adoption in October or November.
Ms. Plecker concluded by stating that next month, she will have a final draft of the Land Use chapter ready for the Commission’s review.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
