The Broadway Planning Commission met on November 14, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. Gene Nesselrodt, and Dale Showalter.  Staff members Kyle D. O’Brien and Marla W. Kline were present.  Also in attendance was Bryan Martin.
Chairman Dale Showalter called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Approval of Minutes:

New Business:
Special Use Permit Request-Faith Lutheran Church of the Valley
Chairman Showalter stated that the first item of business is consideration of a special use permit application submitted by the Faith Lutheran Church of the Valley for a new church on property located on South Sunset Drive.  Mr. O’Brien explained that the property is zoned R-1, and in the R-1 zoning district, churches are a permitted use with a special use permit.  He stated that the request is currently for the Planning Commission’s information and discussion purposes for this meeting.   He further stated that a joint public hearing of the Council and Planning Commission will be held at the Town Council’s regular meeting in December.  He noted that he is the process of clarifying setback requirements as the Land Development Regulations are a little unclear, and it appears that the church structure may need to be 100 feet from each property line.  He further noted that only a preliminary drawing has been submitted thus far; so it can easily be changed if necessary.  

Beverly London noted that she felt it should be clarified that as noted in the application, this church may be comprised of members from ELCA congregations; however, it is not an ELCA affiliated church.
Commission members generally concurred that they feel the church would be a good neighbor, as well as a good fit for this property with an appropriate buffer screening; however, declined to make a recommendation until such time as the public hearing is held and public comment is received.
Old Business:
Trimble Heights Request:

Mr. Showalter stated that since the last meeting, a representative of Trimble Heights, LLC had attended the Council meeting and submitted a revised request concerning the age restriction in Trimble Heights Subdivision. He advised that instead of 80/20% non age restricted to restricted, the developer is now requesting that only 20% be non age restricted, but in that 20%, the child restriction will be lifted.  He further advised that since this request deviates from the request considered at last month’s meeting, the Council has referred the revised request back to the commission for further consideration.    In response to questions from members, Mr. Martin advised that he has lost sales as a result of the age restriction and current property owners are supportive of this request.  He also advised that the total development would consist of 132 units, which would equate to 26 non age restricted units.  Mr. O’Brien noted that if the change is granted, the developer must maintain the ratio as the development is built out.
Beverly London continued to express concern regarding the addition of school age children and the over population of schools in the area.

Tom Buskirk moved, seconded by Kim Branner, to recommend approval of the Trimble Heights request to the Council.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:
