The Broadway Planning Commission met on October 17, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  Commission Members present were Kim Branner, Tom Buskirk, Beverly London, O. New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter stated that Milton Herd from the Renaissance Group is again in attendance and invited him to address the commission.  Mr. Herd stated that he does not have any additional information or changes to the Comprehensive Plan draft or the UDA portion of the plan; however, he did offer to address any questions/concerns members may have.  The commission then briefly discussed the draft, as reviewed thus far, and made several notations of items needing clarification.  Mr. Showalter asked members to continue with the review of the draft prior to the next meeting and to make any additional notations of questions/changes.  Mr. O’Brien stated that Council members have also been provided copies of the final draft of the plan.  He further stated that in order to allow ample time for the Council, Commission and public review, it is being recommended that a Joint Public Hearing of the Council and Planning Commission be scheduled as a part of the regular December Council meeting.

Mr. Herd stated that as a part of the grant funding, the Renaissance Group audited the Town’s Land Development Regulations and have made a number of recommendations.  He, along with the Commission, then reviewed the proposed amendments to implement UDA policies.  He explained that unlike the UDA mandated legislation, there is a lot of flexibility in regards to the proposed changes to the Land Development Regulations.  Members then reviewed a summary list of proposed amendments and generally concurred with the group’s recommendations.  A copy of the proposed amendments is included in the minutes as Attachment A.
Mr. O’Brien noted that a Joint Public Hearing for amendments to the Land Development Regulations can also be held as a part of the December Council meeting.  

Tom Buskirk moved, seconded by O. Gene Nesselrodt, to recommend incorporating these changes into the Broadway Land Development Regulations.  The motion was approved with the following recorded vote:

Other Business:
Trimble Heights Request:
Mr. Showalter reminded members that at the last meeting, the Commission considered, and ultimately tabled a request of Trimble Heights, LLC to reduce the age restriction of the Trimble Heights subdivision to 20% age restricted and 80% non-age restricted.  He stated that only four lots in this subdivision have been developed thus far.  He then invited additional discussion concerning the request. After a brief discussion, members concurred that they do not feel that allowing the change would have a significant impact on the subdivision’s development at this time.  They did, however, agree that should the market change, they would be happy to readdress the request at a later date.  Tom Buskirk moved, seconded by Kim Branner, to deny the request of Trimble Heights to reduce the age restriction from 20% age restricted and 80% non-age restricted.
