New Business:
There were no items of new business.
Old Business:
Continuation of Comprehensive Plan Discussion:
Chairman Showalter stated that Milton Herd from the Renaissance Group is again in attendance and invited Mr. Herd to address the Commission.  Mr. Herd stated that in response to the discussion held during the August Commission meeting, he has made revisions to reflect feedback received.  He noted that routine corrections have been made to Chapter 4.   He stated that there were several text changes which have been incorporated into Chapter 10 as per the desires of the Commission.  Additionally, he advised that as requested, he has included various visual images of Traditional Neighborhood Development projects for the Commission’s review.  He further advised that any or all of these images could be included to provide guidance to land owners and developers as the desired form or future development in the UDA.  The Commission then reviewed the images and  selected eight to include in the Plan.  The Commission concurred that they would like the Land Use Chapter to include support of a mix of unit types with a predominance of single family, detached dwellings.  It was also suggested to include the desire that all dwellings should have garage access.

Mr. Showalter thanked Mr. Herd for his assistance.
Other Business:
Trimble Heights Request:
Mr. O’Brien familiarized the Commission with a request of Trimble Heights, LLC to reduce the age restriction on the Trimble Heights subdivision to 20% age restricted and 80% non-age restricted.  He stated that the age restriction was previously changed from 55 to 45.  Commission member Beverly London expressed concern regarding the number of school-age children this change could create and the impact it may have on the local schools.  Mr. Showalter indicated that he is not opposed to the change, if current residents in the subdivision are supportive of the change.  Mr. O’Brien suggested and members concurred to think about the request until the next meeting.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
