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BROADWAY TOWN COUNCIL


September 6, 2011

The Broadway Town Council met in regular session on September 6, 2011 in the Council Chambers of the Broadway Municipal Building.  The following members were present:  Mayor John F. Long, Jr., Vice-Mayor Timothy S. Proctor, and Council members Keith A. Clark, George T. Dowrey III, Betty F. Fitzwater, Richard E. Fulk, and O. Gene Nesselrodt.  The following staff members were present:  Town Manager Kyle D. O’Brien, Clerk/Treasurer Marla W. Kline, Project Manager Ross Clem, Town Attorney Donald E. Showalter, and Police Chief Jay P. Lantz.  Also in attendance were Harvey Alger, Florence Barrett, Todd Halacy, Doug Harpine, Don Komara, Jeremy Mason, Dan Smith, and Dan Wylie.
Mayor John F. Long, Jr. called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a salute to the U. S. Flag and invocation.
Approval of Minutes and Bills:

Presentation-VDOT Street Transition:
Mayor Long stated that representatives of the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) are in attendance to brief the Council on the transition process, as well as the overall program of the urban street system.  He then welcomed Todd Halacy, who provided an overview of general information and a transition timeline relating to the town taking over maintenance of its streets.  He explained that municipalities a population greater than 3,500 are legally required to maintain their streets and the 2010 Census revealed a population of 3,691 for the Town of Broadway.  He familiarized the Council with the functional classification of roads and stated that one of the first priorities for the Town is to determine if it wishes to assume maintenance of the primary roads, as well as the secondary roads.  He briefly explained VDOT Construction Programs available.  He also explained that as a part of the urban street program, the Town will conduct plan reviews for new street and subdivisions and administer all permit programs, including land use, entrance, vegetation control, and hauling permits.  He concluded by offering to answer any questions Council members may have. Mayor Long thanked Mr. Halacy for his presentation.  Mr. O’Brien stated that he will meet with local VDOT officials within the next few weeks to further discuss the option of the Town maintaining primary roads, as well as secondary.
Public Hearing-Water Supply Plan:
Mayor Long stated that each member has been provided a copy of a proposed Water Supply Plan that was drafted by the Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC).  It is required that all localities adopt a similar plan and the CSPDC drafted this for all localities in the region.  He stated that it does not bind the Town to a specific source or specific amount of water withdrawal, and is very broad in nature.  He further stated that it does require a public hearing prior to approval.  Mayor Long then opened a Public Hearing of the Broadway Town Council and invited public comments in support of or in opposition to the proposed water supply plan document. Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the plan, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by Timothy S. Proctor, to adopt the Resolution-Adoption of the Upper Shenandoah River Basin Water Supply Plan. Public Hearing-John Kline Homestead Tax Exemption:
Mayor Long stated that the John Kline Homestead has applied for an exemption from the Town’s real and personal property taxes.  He stated that the Town’s legal counsel has advised that Virginia law authorizes the Town Council to grant the exemption after the Council considers certain criteria.  He further stated that Rockingham County has recently granted the Homestead a similar exemption.  He then opened the Public Hearing of the Broadway Town Council and invited public comments in support of or in opposition to the request of the John Kline Homestead for exemption to the Town’s real and personal property taxes.  Having confirmed there was no one in attendance wishing to speak either in favor of or in opposition to the request, Mayor Long closed the public hearing and invited Council action.  Richard E. Fulk moved, seconded by George T. Dowrey III, to adopt An Ordinance to Exempt the Property of the John Kline Homestead from Property Taxation by the Town of Broadway, and Enacting New Town Code Section 50.07. · Joint RFP Water Supply:  The Towns interviewed two firms and were unanimous in the selection of Draper Aden to the feasibility study.
· Springbrook Road Crosswalk:  At the last meeting, a request was made by a citizen for a crosswalk on Main Street and West Springbrook.  This request has been passed along to VDOT and they are looking at adding this feature as part of the bridge project when additional sidewalks are put in.

Parks & Recreation Committee:
Chairman Keith Clark reported that the pool will officially close for the season with the dog swim scheduled for Sunday, September 11th.  Mr. O’Brien advised that the Town has received a number of positive comments on the pool’s operation this season.

Chairwoman Betty Fitzwater reported that the committee did meet and agreed to the promotion of two employees to Lead Operators, Andy Sherman at the Water Plant and Aaron Haberstroh at the Wastewater Plant. Chairman Timothy Proctor reported that the committee met and considered a request for an out of town water and sewer connection request. Planning Commission Report:

Council representative Gene Nesselrodt reported that a representative of the Renaissance Planning Group was in attendance at the August Planning Commission meeting.  He stated that the Commission reviewed a rough draft of the Urban Development Area (UDA) section of the revised plan and made a number of revisions.  He concluded by stating that the updated Comprehensive Plan is still on track for Council review in November.
